"Personal liability"
Sec. 1. Asused in this chapter, "personal liability" means liability
incurred by a teacher in the performance of the teacher's duties.

Sec. 2. As used in this chapter, "teacher" means a professional
person whose:
(1) position in a public or nonpublic school requires certain
educational preparation and licensing; and

school.

IC 4-13-20-3
Authority for department to contract with personal liability
insurer

Sec. 3. The Indiana department of administration may contract
with at least one (1) personal liability insurer to allow any teacher to
purchase coverage under a personal liability insurance policy issued
by the insurer.

IC 4-13-20-4
Purchase of coverage of personal liability insurance

Sec. 4. Any teacher in Indiana may, at any time, purchase
coverage under a personal liability insurance policy for which the
Indiana department of administration has contracted under section 3
of this chapter.

IC 4-13-20-5
Premiums
Sec. 5. A teacher purchasing coverage under this chapter shall pay
the full premium for the teacher's coverage.
