395.635 Certification of list of fiduciaries delinquent in accounting -- Notice --
Fees.

It shall be the duty of the clerk to report in writing to the judge once each month the
names and addresses of all fiduciaries who have during the previous calendar
month become delinquent in filing an inventory or settlement. The judge shall notify
by mail such delinquent fiduciaries and shall warn them of the penalties provided by
law. If the clerk shall fail to report such delinquents it shall be the duty of the judge
to secure a list of same from the court records. There shall be assessed against
each delinquent fiduciary a fee of one dollar ($1) for the preparation of said list and
the mailing of said notice.
