Study and recommend activities that may be carried out by the Commonwealth to
honor the Kentuckians that served in the War of 1812;

Educate Kentucky residents and the nation about Kentucky's role in the War of
1812;

Disseminate information to local governments and organizations that may help
them with planning, preparation, and grant applications for bicentennial events and
projects;

Assist in federal, state, and local bicentennial activities occurring in Kentucky;

Plan and implement appropriate events, including celebrations and educational
initiatives, to commemorate the bicentennial;

Perform other duties as necessary to highlight Kentucky's role in the War of 1812;

Cooperate with the governments of the United States, lllinois, Indiana, Ohio,
Michigan, Louisiana, and Ontario, Canada and other states and countries
commemorating the War of 1812 Bicentennial as resources allow; and
Seek federal grants and philanthropic support for bicentennial activities when
possible.
