304.20-060 Coverage for safety equipment, definition.
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As used in this section, "safety equipment” shall mean only the glass used in the
windshield, doors, and windows, and the glass, plastic, or other material used in the
lights required by KRS Chapter 189 on any automobile.

Any automobile insurance policy that provides comprehensive coverage, whether
designated as such, or included within a broader coverage, shall provide complete
coverage for repair or replacement of damaged safety equipment, without regard to
any deductible or minimum amount.
This section shall apply to all policies issued after January 1, 1979.
