Such agreements shall permit the
Secretary to mark, interpret, improve, re-
store, and provide technical assistance with
respect to the preservation and interpretation
of such properties. Such agreements shall con-
tain, but need not be limited to, provisions
that the Secretary shall have the right of ac-
cess at reasonable times to public portions of
any property covered by such agreement for
purposes of conducting visitors through such
properties and interpreting them to the pub-
lic, and that no changes or alterations shall be
made in the property except by mutual agree-
ment between the Secretary and other parties
to the agreement.
(d) General management plan

Within three complete fiscal years after Octo-
ber 7, 1988, the Secretary shall submit to the
Committee on Interior and Insular Affairs of the
United States House of Representatives and to
the Committee on Energy and Natural Re-
sources of the United States Senate a general
management plan for the park. The plan shall be
prepared in accordance with section la-7(b) of
this title. Such plan shall identify appropriate
facilities for proper interpretation of the site for
visitors.

§41000-4. Natchez Trace study

The Secretary shall prepare, in consultation
with the city of Natchez, a study of the feasibil-
ity of extending the Natchez Trace within the
city of Natchez, including the acceptance of do-
nations of rights-of-way. The Secretary shall
transmit the study to the Committee on Interior
and Insular Affairs of the United States House of
Representatives and to the Committee on En-
ergy and Natural Resources of the United States
Senate within one year after October 7, 1988.

§41000-5. Advisory Commission
(a) Establishment

There is hereby established the Natchez Na-
tional Historical Park Advisory Commission
(hereinafter in this subchapter referred to as the
““Advisory Commission’). The Advisory Com-
mission shall be composed of six members ap-
pointed by the Secretary. Two of such members
shall be appointed from among individuals nom-
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inated by the mayor of Natchez and one from
among individuals nominated by the Governor
of Mississippi. Two of the members shall have
expertise in historic preservation and one shall
have expertise in architectural history. Any
member of the Advisory Commission appointed
for a definite term may serve after the expira-
tion of his term until his successor is appointed.
The Advisory Commission shall designate one of
its members as Chairperson.

(b) Management and development issues

The Secretary, or his designee, shall from
time to time, but at least semiannually, meet
and consult with the Advisory Commission on
matters relating to the management and devel-
opment of the park.

(c) Meetings

The Advisory Commission shall meet on a reg-
ular basis. Notice of meetings and agenda shall
be published in local newspapers which have a
distribution which generally covers the area af-
fected by the park. Advisory Commission meet-
ings shall be held at locations and in such a
manner as to ensure adequate public involve-
ment.

(d) Expenses

Members of the Advisory Commission shall
serve without compensation as such, but the
Secretary may pay expenses reasonably incurred
in carrying out their responsibilities under this
subchapter on vouchers signed by the Chairman.
(e) Charter

The provisions of section 14(b) of the Federal
Advisory Committee Act (Act of October 6, 1972;
86 Stat. 776), are hereby waived with respect to
this Advisory Commission.
