tor of the Office of Management and Budget
shall determine, shall be transferred from the

Department to the Council within 60 days of the

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§470r. Transmittal of legislative recommenda-
tions, or testimony, or comments, to any offi-

No officer or agency of the United States shall
have any authority to require the Council to
submit its legislative recommendations, or tes-
timony, or comments on legislation to any offi-
cer or agency of the United States for approval,
comments, or review, prior to the submission of
such recommendations, testimony, or comments
to the Congress. In instances in which the Coun-
cil voluntarily seeks to obtain the comments or
review of any officer or agency of the United
States, the Council shall include a description of
such actions in its legislative recommendations,
testimony, or comments on legislation which it
transmits to the Congress.

The Council shall, by
regulation, establish such procedures as may be
necessary to provide for participation by local
governments in proceedings and other actions
taken by the Council with respect to undertak-
ings referred to in section 470f of this title which
affect such local governments.

Whenever the Council submits any budget es-
