§ 130502. Purposes

The purposes of the corporation are—

(1) to promote, develop, supervise, and vol-
untarily assist in all lawful ways the interest
of young people who participate in Little
League baseball;

(2) to help and voluntarily assist young peo-
ple in developing qualities of citizenship and
sportsmanship; and

(3) using the disciplines of the native Amer-
ican game of baseball, to teach spirit and com-
petitive will to win, physical fitness through
individual sacrifice, the values of team play,
and wholesome well being through healthy so-
cial association with other youngsters under
proper leadership.

§130503. Membership

(a) ELIGIBILITY.—Except as provided in this
chapter, eligibility for membership in the cor-
poration and the rights and privileges of mem-
bers are as provided in the constitution and by-
laws of the corporation.

(b) VOTING.—Each member (except an honor-
ary or associate member) has one vote on each
matter submitted to a vote at a meeting of the
members.
