§151906. Restrictions

(a) STOCK AND DIVIDENDS.—The corporation
may not issue stock or declare or pay a divi-
dend.

(b) POLITICAL ACTIVITIES.—The corporation or
a director or officer as such may not contribute
to, support, or assist a political party or can-
didate for public office.

(c) DISTRIBUTION OF INCOME OR ASSETS.—The
income or assets of the corporation may not
inure to the benefit of, or be distributed to, a di-
rector, officer, or member during the life of the
corporation or on its dissolution or final liquida-
tion. This subsection does not prevent the pay-
ment of compensation to an officer in an
amount approved by the board of directors.

(d) LOANS.—The corporation may not make a
loan or advance to a director, officer, or em-
ployee. Directors who vote for or assent to mak-
ing a loan or advance to a director, officer, or
employee, and officers who participate in mak-
ing the loan or advance, are jointly and sever-
ally liable to the corporation for the amount of
the loan or advance until it is repaid.

(a) RECORDS.—The corporation shall keep—
(1) correct and complete records of account;
(2) minutes of the proceedings of its mem-
bers, board of directors, and committees hav-
ing any of the authority of its board of direc-
tors; and

(3) at its principal office, a record of the
names and addresses of its members entitled
to vote.

(b) INSPECTION.—A member entitled to vote, or
an agent or attorney of the member, may in-
spect the records of the corporation for any
proper purpose, at any reasonable time.
