(c)(1) The Secretary shall respond to releases 
of hazardous substances and pollutants— 

(A) at each Coast Guard facility the United 
States owns, leases, or otherwise possesses; 

(B) at each Coast Guard facility the United 
States owned, leased, or otherwise possessed 
when the actions leading to contamination 
from hazardous substances or pollutants oc-
curred; and 

(C) on each vessel the Coast Guard owns or 
operates. 

(2) Paragraph (1) of this subsection does not 
apply to a removal or remedial action when a 
potentially responsible person responds under 
section 122 of the Comprehensive Environmental 
Response, Compensation, and Liability Act (42 
U.S.C. 9622). 

(3) The Secretary shall pay a fee or charge im-
posed by a state 1 authority for permit services 
for disposing of hazardous substances or pollut-
ants from Coast Guard facilities to the same ex-
tent that nongovernmental entities are required 
to pay for permit services. This paragraph does 
not apply to a payment that is the responsibil-
ity of a lessee, contractor, or other private per-
son. 

(d) The Secretary may agree with another 
Federal agency for that agency to assist in car-
rying out the Secretary’s responsibilities under 
this chapter. The Secretary may enter into con-
tracts, cooperative agreements, and grant agree-
ments with State and local governments to as-
sist in carrying out the Secretary’s responsibil-
ities under this chapter. Services that may be 
obtained under this subsection include identify-
ing, investigating, and cleaning up off-site con-
tamination that may have resulted from the re-
lease of a hazardous substance or pollutant at a 
Coast Guard facility. 

(e) Section 119 of the Comprehensive Environ-
mental Response, Compensation, and Liability 
Act (42 U.S.C. 9619) applies to response action 
contractors that carry out response actions 
under this chapter. The Coast Guard shall in-
demnify response action contractors to the ex-
tent that adequate insurance is not generally 
available at a fair price at the time the contrac-
tor enters into the contract to cover the con-
tractor’s reasonable, potential, long-term liabil-
ity.

§ 692. Environmental Compliance and Restora-
tion Account 

(a) There is established for the Coast Guard an 
account known as the Coast Guard Environ-
mental Compliance and Restoration Account. 
All sums appropriated to carry out the Coast 
Guard’s environmental compliance and restora-
tion functions under this chapter or another law 
shall be credited or transferred to the account 
and remain available until expended. 

(b) Funds may be obligated or expended from 
the account to carry out the Coast Guard’s envi-
ronmental compliance and restoration functions 
under this chapter or another law. 

(c) In proposing the budget for any fiscal year 
under section 1105 of title 31, United States 

Code, the President shall set forth separately 
the amount requested for the Coast Guard’s en-
vironmental compliance and restoration activi-
ties under this chapter or another law. 

(d) Amounts recovered under section 107 of the 
Comprehensive Environmental Response, Com-
pensation, and Liability Act (42 U.S.C. 9607) for 
the Secretary’s response actions at current and 
former Coast Guard facilities shall be credited 
to the account.

§ 693. Annual list of projects to Congress 

The Commandant of the Coast Guard shall 
submit to the Committee on Transportation and 
Infrastructure of the House of Representatives 
and the Committee on Commerce, Science, and 
Transportation of the Senate a prioritized list of 
projects eligible for environmental compliance 
and restoration funding for each fiscal year con-
current with the President’s budget submission 
for that fiscal year.
