and subject to the provisions of sections 702a,
702b to 702d, 702e to 702g, 702h, 702i, 702j, 702k,
7021, 702m, and 704 of this title. It shall perform
such functions and through such agencies as
they shall designate after consultation and dis-
cussion with the president of the commission.
For all other purposes the existing laws govern-
ing the constitution and activities of the com-
mission shall remain unchanged. The commis-
sion shall make inspection trips of such fre-
quency and duration as will enable it to acquire
first-hand information as to conditions and
problems germane to the matter of flood control
within the area of its jurisdiction; and on such
trips of inspection ample opportunity for hear-
ings and suggestions shall be afforded persons
affected by or interested in such problems. The
president of the commission shall be the execu-
tive officer thereof and shall have the qualifica-
tions prescribed by law on May 15, 1928, for the
Assistant Chief of Engineers, shall have the title
brigadier general, Corps of Engineers, and shall
have the rank, pay, and allowances of a briga-
dier general while actually assigned to such
duty: Provided, That the incumbent of the office
on May 15, 1928, may be appointed a brigadier
general of the Army, retired, and shall be eligi-
ble for the position of president of the commis-
sion if recalled to active service by the Presi-
dent under the provisions of existing law.

The official salary of any officer of the United
States Army or other branch of the Government
appointed or employed under sections 702a, 702b
to 702d, 702e to 702g, 702h, 702i, 702j, 702k, 702[,
702m, and 704 of this title shall be deducted from
the amount of salary or compensation provided
by, or which shall be fixed under, the terms of
such sections.

§702i. Certain sections applicable to property

§702j. Projects relating to tributary streams; re-
port to Congress; appropriation

It is the sense of Congress that the surveys of
the Mississippi River and its tributaries, author-
ized pursuant to the Act of January 21, 1927 [ch.
47, 44 Stat. 1010], and House Document Num-
bered 308, Sixty-ninth Congress, first session, be
prosecuted as speedily as practicable, and the
Secretary of the Army, through the Corps of En-
gineers, United States Army, is directed to pre-
pare and submit to Congress at the earliest
practicable date projects for flood control on all
tributary streams of the Mississippi River sys-
tem subject to destructive floods which projects
shall include: The Red River and tributaries, the
Yazoo River and tributaries, the White River
and tributaries, the Saint Francis River and
tributaries, the Arkansas River and tributaries,
the Ohio River and tributaries, the Missouri
River and tributaries, and the Illinois River and
tributaries; and the reports thereon, in addition
to the surveys provided by said House Document
308, Sixty-ninth Congress, first session, shall in-
clude the effect on the subject of further flood
control of the lower Mississippi River to be at-
tained through the control of the flood waters in
the drainage basins of the tributaries by the es-
tablishment of a reservoir system; the benefits
that will accrue to navigation and agriculture
from the prevention of erosion and siltage enter-
ing the stream; a determination of the capacity
of the soils of the district to receive and hold
waters from such reservoirs; the prospective in-
come from the disposal of reservoired waters;
the extent to which reservoired waters may be
made available for public and private uses; and
inquiry as to the return flow of waters placed in
the soils from reservoirs, and as to their sta-
bilizing effect on stream flow as a means of pre-
venting erosion, siltage, and improving naviga-
tion: Provided, That before transmitting such re-
ports to Congress the same shall be presented to
the Mississippi River Commission, and its con-
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
