§ 3103. Public information and outreach 

(a) In general 

The Secretary of Commerce, in consultation 
with other Federal agencies, and in cooperation 
with the National Sea Grant program, shall de-
sign and implement a program to disseminate 
information developed under the NOAA Oceans 
and Human Health Initiative, including re-
search, assessments, and findings regarding the 
relationship between oceans and human health, 
on both a regional and national scale. The infor-
mation, particularly with respect to potential 
health risks, shall be made available in a timely 
manner to appropriate Federal or State agen-
cies, involved industries, and other interested 
persons through a variety of means, including 
through the Internet. 

(b) Report 

As part of this program, the Secretary shall 
submit to Congress an annual report reviewing 
the results of the research, assessments, and 
findings developed under the NOAA Oceans and 
Human Health Initiative, as well as recom-
mendations for improving or expanding the pro-
gram.

§ 3104. Authorization of appropriations 

There are authorized to be appropriated to the 
Secretary of Commerce to carry out the Na-
tional Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration 
Oceans and Human Health Initiative, $60,000,000 
for fiscal years 2005 through 2008. Not less than 
50 percent of the amounts appropriated to carry 
out the initiative shall be utilized in each fiscal 
year to support the extramural grant and 
traineeship programs of the Initiative.

§ 3202. Purposes 

The purposes of this chapter are— 
(1) to improve tsunami detection, forecast-

ing, warnings, notification, outreach, and 
mitigation to protect life and property in the 
United States; 

(2) to enhance and modernize the existing 
Pacific Tsunami Warning System to increase 
coverage, reduce false alarms, and increase the 
accuracy of forecasts and warnings, and to ex-
pand detection and warning systems to in-
clude other vulnerable States and United 
States territories, including the Atlantic 
Ocean, Caribbean Sea, and Gulf of Mexico 
areas; 

(3) to improve mapping, modeling, research, 
and assessment efforts to improve tsunami de-
tection, forecasting, warnings, notification, 
outreach, mitigation, response, and recovery; 

(4) to improve and increase education and 
outreach activities and ensure that those re-
ceiving tsunami warnings and the at-risk pub-
lic know what to do when a tsunami is ap-
proaching; 

(5) to provide technical and other assistance 
to speed international efforts to establish re-
gional tsunami warning systems in vulnerable 
areas worldwide, including the Indian Ocean; 
and 

(6) to improve Federal, State, and inter-
national coordination for detection, warnings, 
and outreach for tsunami and other coastal 
impacts.

§ 3203. Tsunami forecasting and warning pro-
gram 

(a) In general 

The Administrator, through the National 
Weather Service and in consultation with other 
relevant Administration offices, shall operate a 
program to provide tsunami detection, forecast-
ing, and warnings for the Pacific and Arctic 
Ocean regions and for the Atlantic Ocean, Carib-
bean Sea, and Gulf of Mexico region. 

(b) Components 

The program under this section shall— 
(1) include the tsunami warning centers es-

tablished under subsection (d); 
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
