§19h. Property and income dealings and trans-
actions; prohibition of engagement in busi-
ness; trust company type of investments; uti-
lization of services and facilities of Federal
agencies without reimbursement; transfer in-
strument requirements and investments

Except as otherwise required by the instru-
ment of transfer, the Foundation may sell,
lease, invest, reinvest, retain, or otherwise dis-
pose of or deal with any property or income
thereof as the Board may from time to time de-
termine. The Foundation shall not engage in
any business, nor shall the Foundation make
any investment that may not lawfully be made
by a trust company in the District of Columbia,
except that the Foundation may make any in-
vestment authorized by the instrument of trans-
fer, and may retain any property accepted by
the Foundation. The Foundation may utilize the
services and facilities of the Department of the
Interior and the Department of Justice, and
such services and facilities may be made avail-
able on request to the extent practicable with or
without reimbursement therefor. Monies reim-
bursed to either Department shall be returned
by the Department to the account from which
the funds for which the reimbursement is made
were drawn and may, without further appropria-
tion, be expended for any purpose for which such
account is authorized.

§19i. Corporate succession; powers and duties of
trustee; suits; personal liability for malfea-

The Foundation shall have perpetual succes-
sion, with all the usual powers and obligations
of a corporation acting as a trustee, including
the power to sue and to be sued in its own name,
but the members of the Board shall not be per-
sonally liable, except for malfeasance.

§191. Tax exemptions; contributions toward costs
of local government; contributions, gifts, or
transfers to or for use of United States

The Foundation and any income or property
received or owned by it, and all transactions re-
lating to such income or property, shall be ex-
empt from all Federal, State, and local taxation
with respect thereto. The Foundation may, how-
ever, in the discretion of its directors, contrib-
ute toward the costs of local government in
amounts not in excess of those which it would be
obligated to pay such government if it were not
exempt from taxation by virtue of the foregoing
or by virtue of its being a charitable and non-
profit corporation and may agree so to contrib-
ute with respect to property transferred to it
and the income derived therefrom if such agree-
ment is a condition of the transfer. Contribu-
tions, gifts, and other transfers made to or for
the use of the Foundation shall be regarded as
contributions, gifts, or transfers to or for the
use of the United States.

§ 190. Promotion of local fundraising support
(a) Establishment

The Foundation shall design and implement a
comprehensive program to assist and promote
philanthropic programs of support at the indi-
vidual national park unit level.

(b) Implementation

The program under subsection (a) of this sec-
tion shall be implemented to—
(1) assist in the creation of local nonprofit
support organizations; and
(2) provide support, national consistency,
and management-improving suggestions for
local nonprofit support organizations.
(¢) Program

The program under subsection (a) of this sec-
tion shall include the greatest number of na-
tional park units as is practicable.

(d) Requirements

The program under subsection (a) of this sec-

tion shall include, at a minimum—
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
