§ 3641. Authorization of appropriations 

There are authorized to be appropriated from 
time to time such sums as may be necessary for 
carrying out the purposes and provisions of the 
Treaty and this chapter including— 

(a) necessary travel expenses of the Commis-
sioners, Panel members, alternate Commis-
sioners, alternate Panel members, United 
States members of joint technical committees 
established under article IV of the Treaty, and 
advisory committee members in accordance 
with the Federal Travel Regulations and sec-
tions 5701, 5702, 5704 through 5708, and 5731 of 
title 5; 

(b) the United States share of the joint ex-
penses of the Commission: Provided, That the 
United States Commissioners and Panel mem-
bers and alternates shall not, with respect to 
commitments concerning the United States 
share of the joint expenses of the Organiza-
tion, be subject to section 262b of title 22 inso-
far as it limits the authority of United States 
representatives to international organizations 
with respect to such commitments; 

(c) amounts for research, enhancement, and 
other activities necessary to carry out the 
purposes of the Treaty and this chapter; and 

(d) such amounts as may be due to settle ac-
counts upon termination of the International 
Pacific Salmon Fisheries Commission.

§ 3645. Northern and Southern Funds; treaty im-
plementation; additional authorization of ap-
propriations 

(a) Northern Fund and Southern Fund 

(1) As provided in the June 30, 1999, Agreement 
of the United States and Canada on the Treaty 
Between the Government of the United States 
and the Government of Canada Concerning Pa-
cific Salmon, 1985 (hereafter referred to as the 
‘‘1999 Pacific Salmon Treaty Agreement’’) there 
are hereby established a Northern Boundary and 
Transboundary Rivers Restoration and Enhance-
ment Fund (hereafter referred to as the ‘‘North-
ern Fund’’) and a Southern Boundary Restora-
tion and Enhancement Fund (hereafter referred 
to as the ‘‘Southern Fund’’) to be held by the 
Pacific Salmon Commission. The Northern Fund 
and Southern Fund shall be invested in interest 
bearing accounts, bonds, securities, or other in-
vestments in order to achieve the highest an-
nual yield consistent with protecting the prin-
cipal of each Fund. Income from investments 
made pursuant to this paragraph shall be avail-
able until expended, without appropriation or 
fiscal year limitation, for programs and activi-
ties relating to salmon restoration and enhance-
ment, salmon research, the conservation of 
salmon habitat, and implementation of the Pa-
cific Salmon Treaty and related agreements. 
Amounts provided by grants under this sub-
section may be held in interest bearing accounts 
prior to the disbursement of such funds for pro-
gram purposes, and any interest earned may be 
retained for program purposes without further 
appropriation. The Northern Fund and Southern 
Fund are subject to the laws governing Federal 
appropriations and funds and to unrestricted 
circulars of the Office of Management and Budg-
et. Recipients of amounts from either Fund 
shall keep separate accounts and such records as 
are reasonably necessary to disclose the use of 
the funds as well as to facilitate effective audits.
