termined by the Secretary of the Interior so far
as the same relates to lands within a national
park and by the Secretary of Agriculture where
the same relates to lands in the national forests.
The Secretary of Agriculture and the Secretary
of the Interior shall jointly report to Congress
in detail the factors upon which valuations were
made.

§167a. Exchange of lands and other property

(a) The Secretary of the Interior is authorized
to accept title to any non-Federal lands, inter-
ests in lands, buildings, or other property, real
or personal, within the authorized boundaries of
the Glacier National Park, as now or after Au-
gust 8, 1946, established, when the acquisition by
exchange of such property would, in his judg-
ment, be in the best interests of the United
States. In exchange for the non-Federal prop-
erty so to be acquired, the Secretary of the Inte-
rior is authorized to convey to the grantors of
such property, or to their nominees, any feder-
ally owned lands, interests in lands, buildings,
or other property, real or personal, within the
authorized boundaries of the Glacier National
Park, located in the State of Montana and ad-
ministered by the National Park Service, which
are of approximately equal value, as determined
by the Secretary, to the property being ac-
quired. In order to facilitate the making of such
exchanges, the Secretary of the Interior may
enter into agreements for the reservation in
conveyances to the United States, or for the
grant in conveyances from the United States, of
such estates for years, life estates, or other in-
terests as may be consistent, in his judgment,
with the accomplishment of the purposes of this
section, but all such limitations shall be consid-
ered in determining the equality of the interests
to be exchanged.

(b) Any property acquired pursuant to this
section shall, upon acceptance of title thereto,
become a part of the Glacier National Park, and
shall be subject to all laws applicable to such
area. The Secretary of the Interior is authorized
to issue such regulations as he deems necessary
for carrying out the purposes of this section.

§170. Hunting and fishing; regulations; punish-
ment

All hunting or the killing, wounding, or cap-
turing at any time of any bird or wild animal,
except dangerous animals when it is necessary
to prevent them from destroying human lives or
inflicting personal injury, is prohibited within
the limits of said park; nor shall any fish be
taken out of the waters of the park in any other
way than by hook and line, and then only at
such seasons and in such times and manner as
may be directed by the Secretary of the Inte-
rior. The Secretary of the Interior shall make
and publish such rules and regulations as he
may deem necessary and proper for the manage-
ment and care of the park and for the protection
of the property therein, especially for the pres-
ervation from injury or spoliation of all timber,
mineral deposits other than those legally lo-
cated prior to May 11, 1910, natural curiosities,
or wonderful objects within said park, and for
the protection of the animals and birds in the
park from capture or destruction, and to prevent
their being frightened or driven from the park.
He shall make rules and regulations governing
the taking of fish from the streams or lakes in
the park. Possession within said park of the
dead bodies, or any part thereof, of any wild bird
or animal shall be prima facie evidence that the
person or persons having the same are guilty of
violating this Act. Any person or persons, or
stage or express company, or railway company,
who knows or has reason to believe that they
were taken or killed contrary to the provisions
of this Act and who receives for transportation
any of said animals, birds, or fish so Kkilled,
caught, or taken, or who shall violate any of the
other provisions of this Act, or any rule or regu-
lation that may be promulgated by the Sec-
retary of the Interior with reference to the man-
agement and care of the park or for the protec-
tion of the property therein, for the preserva-
tion from injury or spoliation of timber, mineral
deposits, other than those legally located prior
to May 11, 1910, natural curiosities, or wonderful
objects within said park, or for the protection of
the animals, birds, or fish in the park, or who
shall within said park commit any damage, in-
jury, or spoliation to or upon any building,
fence, hedge, gate, guidepost, tree, wood, under-
wood, timber, garden, crops, vegetables, plants,
land, springs, mineral deposits other than those
legally located prior to May 11, 1910, natural cu-
riosities, or other matter or thing growing or
being thereon, or situated therein, shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and shall be
subject to a fine of not more than $500, or im-
prisonment not exceeding six months, or both,
and be adjudged to pay all costs of the proceed-
ings.
