§290c. Withdrawal from Organization on one-
year notice

In adopting this subchapter the Congress does
so with the understanding that, in the absence
of any provision in the World Health Organiza-
tion Constitution for withdrawal from the Orga-
nization, the United States reserves its right to
withdraw from the Organization on a one-year
notice: Provided, however, That the financial ob-
ligations of the United States to the Organiza-
tion shall be met in full for the Organization’s
current fiscal year.

§290d. Enactment of specific legislation by Con-
gress

In adopting this subchapter, the Congress does
so with the understanding that nothing in the
Constitution of the World Health Organization
in any manner commits the United States to
enact any specific legislative program regarding
any matters referred to in said Constitution.

§290e. Congressional declaration of policy

The Congress of the United States, recognizing
that the diseases of mankind, because of their
widespread prevalence, debilitating effects, and
heavy toll in human life, constitute a major de-
terrent to the efforts of many peoples to develop
their economic resources and productive capac-
ities, and to improve their living conditions, de-
clares it to be the policy of the United States to
continue and strengthen mutual efforts among
the nations for research against diseases such as
heart disease and cancer. In furtherance of this
policy, the Congress invites the World Health
Organization to initiate studies looking toward
the strengthening of research and related pro-
grams against these and other diseases common
to mankind or unique to individual regions of
the globe.

§290e-1. International Agency for Research on
Cancer; authorization of appropriations; lim-
itation

There are hereby authorized to be appro-
priated such sums as may be necessary for the
annual payment by the United States of its
share of the expenses of the International Agen-
cy for Research on Cancer as determined in ac-
cordance with article VIII of the Statute of the
International Agency for Research on Cancer,
except that in no event shall that payment for
any year exceed 16 per centum of all contribu-
tions assessed Participating Members of the
Agency for that year.

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SUBCHAPTER XXI—INTER-AMERICAN
FOUNDATION

§ 290f. Inter-American Foundation
(a) Establishment

There is created as an agency of the United
States of America a body corporate to be known
as the Inter-American Foundation (hereinafter
in this section referred to as the ‘“‘Foundation’’).

(b) Congressional declaration of purpose

The future of freedom, security, and economic
development in the Western Hemisphere rests on
the realization that man is the foundation of all
human progress. It is the purpose of this section
to provide support for developmental activities
designed to achieve conditions in the Western
Hemisphere under which the dignity and the
worth of each human person will be respected
and under which all men will be afforded the op-
portunity to develop their potential, to seek
through gainful and productive work the fulfill-
ment of their aspirations for a better life, and to
live in justice and peace. To this end, it shall be
the purpose of the Foundation, primarily in co-
operation with private, regional, and inter-
national organizations, to—

(1) strengthen the bonds of friendship and
understanding among the peoples of this hemi-
sphere;

(2) support self-help efforts designed to en-
large the opportunities for individual develop-
ment;

(3) stimulate and assist effective and ever
wider participation of the people in the devel-
opment process;

(4) encourage the establishment and growth
of democratic institutions, private and gov-
ernmental, appropriate to the requirements of
the individual sovereign nations of this hemi-
sphere.

In pursuing these purposes, the Foundation shall
place primary emphasis on the enlargement of
educational opportunities at all levels, the pro-
duction of food and the development of agri-
culture, and the improvement of environmental
conditions relating to health, maternal and
child care, family planning, housing, free trade
union development, and other social and eco-
nomic needs of the people.

(c) Programs and projects to achieve purposes

The Foundation shall carry out the purposes
set forth in subsection (b) of this section pri-
marily through and with private organizations,
individuals, and international organizations by
undertaking or sponsoring appropriate research
and by planning, initiating, assisting, financing,
administering, and executing programs and
projects designed to promote the achievement of
such purposes.

(d) Coordination of activities with national and
international agencies

In carrying out its functions under this sec-
tion, the Foundation shall, to the maximum ex-
tent possible, coordinate its undertakings with
the developmental activities in the Western
Hemisphere of the various organs of the Organi-
zation of American States, the United States
Government, international organizations, and
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
