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volvement. The Secretary shall consult with the 
local advisory committee established under sec-
tion 460vv–12 of this title regarding the develop-
ment and implementation of the amendment re-
quired under this subsection. 

(b) Tourism and recreation 

The plan shall include a section with provi-
sions to promote tourism and recreation in ways 
consistent with the purposes for which the wil-
derness areas, the botanical areas, the national 
recreation area, the national scenic and wildlife 
area and the national scenic area are des-
ignated. 

(c) Local advisory group 

No later than 90 days after October 18, 1988, 
the Secretary shall designate a special advisory 
group from the local area in which the Ouachita 
National Forest is located to assist in the prepa-
ration of the tourism and recreation section of 
the amendment as required under subsection (b). 
The Secretary shall request the group to submit 
to the Secretary, within 12 months after its des-
ignation as an advisory group, a draft for such 
section. No later than 90 days after receiving 
such draft, the Secretary shall make any revi-
sions and provide them to the group for review. 
The Secretary shall allow at least 60 days for 
the group to submit to the Secretary its com-
ments on the revisions. The Secretary shall at-
tempt to resolve any differences prior to his ap-
proval or disapproval of the amendment to the 
forest plan. 

(d) Authorization of appropriations 

There are hereby authorized to be appro-
priated not to exceed $15,000,000 for tourism and 
recreation improvements related to the Winding 
Stair Mountain National Recreation and Wilder-
ness Area in Ouachita National Forest in Le 
Flore County, Oklahoma. 

(e) Implementation 

The Secretary is authorized and encouraged to 
seek local nonprofit entities and the private sec-
tor for development of tourism and recreation 
initiatives in implementing the tourism and 
recreation section of the plan.

TERMINATION OF ADVISORY GROUPS 

Advisory groups established after Jan. 5, 1973, to ter-
minate not later than the expiration of the 2-year pe-
riod beginning on the date of their establishment, un-
less, in the case of a group established by the President 
or an officer of the Federal Government, such group is 
renewed by appropriate action prior to the expiration 
of such 2-year period, or in the case of a group estab-
lished by the Congress, its duration is otherwise pro-

vided for by law. See sections 3(2) and 14 of Pub. L. 
92–463, Oct. 6, 1972, 86 Stat. 770, 776, set out in the Ap-
pendix to Title 5, Government Organization and Em-
ployees. 

§ 460vv–14. Fire, insect, and disease 

Nothing in this subchapter shall preclude the 
Secretary of Agriculture from carrying out such 
measures in the recreation area, the national 
scenic and wildlife area, the national scenic 
area, or in the botanical areas established by 
this subchapter as the Secretary, in his discre-
tion, deems necessary in the event of fire, or in-
festation of insects or disease or for public 
health and safety. As provided in section 
1133(d)(1) of this title, the Secretary may take 
such measures as may be necessary to control 
fire, insects, and diseases within the wilderness 
areas designated by this subchapter.

§ 460vv–15. Grazing 

Subject to such limitations, conditions, or 
regulations as he may prescribe, the Secretary 
of Agriculture shall permit grazing on lands 
within the Ouachita National Forest, Le Flore 
County, Oklahoma.

§ 460vv–16. Fishing and wildlife 

Nothing in this subchapter shall be construed 
as affecting the jurisdiction or responsibilities 
of the State with respect to wildlife and fish in 
the areas designated by this subchapter.

§ 460vv–17. Permits 

The Secretary shall cooperate with other Fed-
eral agencies, with State and local public agen-
cies and bodies, and with private individuals and 
organizations in the issuance of permits for fa-
cilities, services, and recreational facilities in 
the Winding Stair Mountain National Recre-
ation and Wilderness Area. In issuing such per-
mits, the Secretary is authorized and encour-
aged to consider local nonprofit entities and the 
private sector.

§ 460vv–18. Land acquisition 

(a) Authority 

The Secretary of Agriculture is authorized to 
acquire by donation, purchase with donated or 
appropriated funds, or exchange, any lands or 
interests therein, which the Secretary deter-
mines are needed to establish and manage the 
Winding Stair Mountain National Recreation 
and Wilderness Area. 

(b) Offers 

In exercising the authority conferred by this 
section to acquire lands, the Secretary of Agri-
culture shall give prompt and careful consider-
ation to any offer made by an individual owning 
any land, or interest in land, within the Winding 
Stair Mountain National Recreation and Wilder-
ness Area. In considering any such offer, the 
Secretary shall take into consideration any 
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
