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‘‘(4)(A) The Superintendent shall transmit to the 

Secretary, and to the Board of Visitors of the Acad-

emy, each report received by the Superintendent 

under this subsection, together with the Superintend-

ent’s comments on the report. 
‘‘(B) The Secretary shall transmit each such report, 

together with the Secretary’s comments on the re-

port, to the Senate Committee on Commerce, 

Science, and Transportation and the House of Rep-

resentatives Committee on Transportation and Infra-

structure.’’ 

§ 51319. Sexual assault response coordinators 
and sexual assault victim advocates 

(a) SEXUAL ASSAULT RESPONSE COORDINA-
TORS.—The United States Merchant Marine 
Academy shall employ or contract with at least 
1 full-time sexual assault response coordinator 
who shall reside at or near the Academy. The 
Secretary of Transportation may assign addi-
tional full-time or part-time sexual assault re-
sponse coordinators at the Academy as nec-
essary. 

(b) VOLUNTEER SEXUAL ASSAULT VICTIM ADVO-
CATES.— 

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary, acting 
through the Superintendent of the Academy, 
shall designate from among volunteers 1 or 
more permanent employees of the Academy to 
serve as advocates for victims of sexual as-
saults involving cadets of the Academy or 
other Academy personnel. 

(2) TRAINING; OTHER DUTIES.—Each victim 
advocate designated under this subsection 
shall— 

(A) have or receive training in matters re-
lating to sexual assault and the comprehen-
sive policy developed under section 51318; 
and 

(B) serve as a victim advocate voluntarily, 
in addition to the individual’s other duties 
as an employee of the Academy. 

(3) PRIMARY DUTIES.—While performing the 
duties of a victim advocate under this sub-
section, a designated employee shall— 

(A) support victims of sexual assault by in-
forming them of the rights and resources 
available to them as victims; 

(B) identify additional resources to ensure 
the safety of victims of sexual assault; and 

(C) connect victims of sexual assault to 
companions, as described in paragraph (4). 

(4) COMPANIONS.— 
(A) IN GENERAL.—At least 1 victim advo-

cate designated under this subsection, or a 
sexual assault response coordinator des-
ignated under subsection (a), while perform-
ing the duties of a victim advocate, shall act 
as a companion to a victim described in 
paragraph (1) in navigating investigative, 
medical, mental, and emotional health, and 
recovery processes relating to sexual as-
sault. 

(B) ALTERNATE VICTIM ADVOCATES.—If re-
quested by the victim, an alternate victim 
advocate shall be designated under this sub-
section to act as a companion to the victim, 
as described in subparagraph (A). 

(5) HOTLINE.—The Secretary shall establish a 
24-hour hotline through which the victim of a 
sexual assault described in paragraph (1) can 
receive victim support services. 

(6) FORMAL RELATIONSHIPS WITH OTHER ENTI-
TIES.—The Secretary may enter into formal 
relationships with other entities to make 
available additional victim advocates or to 
implement paragraphs (3), (4), and (5).

§ 51501. General support program 

(a) ASSISTANCE TO STATE MARITIME ACAD-
EMIES.—The Secretary of Transportation shall 
cooperate with and assist State maritime acad-
emies in providing instruction to individuals to 
prepare them for service in the merchant marine 
of the United States. 

(b) COURSE DEVELOPMENT.—The Secretary 
shall provide to each State maritime academy 
guidance and assistance in developing courses 
on the operation and maintenance of new ves-
sels, on equipment, and on innovations being in-
troduced to the merchant marine of the United 
States.
