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agreed negotiated value of such real property
plus interest or the valuation of such real prop-
erty awarded by judgment plus interest. Interest
shall accrue from the date of taking to the date
of payment. Interest shall be compounded quar-
terly and computed at the rate applicable for
the period involved, as determined by the Sec-
retary of the Treasury on the basis of the cur-
rent average market yield on outstanding mar-
ketable obligations of the United States of com-
parable maturities from November 12, 1996, to
the last day of the month preceding the date on
which payment is made.

(3) In the absence of a negotiated settlement,
or an action by the owner, within 1 year after
November 12, 1996, the Secretary shall initiate a
proceeding, seeking in a court of competent ju-
risdiction a determination of just compensation
with respect to the taking of such property.

(4) The Secretary shall not allow any unau-
thorized use of the lands to be acquired under
this subsection, except that the Secretary shall
permit the orderly termination of all current ac-
tivities and the removal of any equipment, fa-
cilities, or personal property.

§ 410ff-2. Natural resources study reports to Con-
gress; cooperative agreements for enforce-
ment of laws and regulations on State-owned
land

(a) The Secretary is directed to develop, in co-
operation and consultation with the Secretary
of Commerce, the State of California, and var-
ious knowledgeable Federal and private entities,
a natural resources study report for the park,
including, but not limited to, the following:

(1) an inventory of all terrestrial and marine
species, indicating their population dynamics,
and probable trends as to future numbers and
welfare;

(2) recommendations as to what actions
should be considered for adoption to better
protect the natural resources of the park.

Such report shall be submitted within two com-
plete fiscal years from March 5, 1980, to the
Committee on Interior and Insular Affairs of the
United States House of Representatives and the
Committee on Energy and Natural Resources of
the United States Senate, and updated revisions
of such report shall be similarly submitted at
subsequent two year intervals to cover a period
of ten years after March 5, 1980.

(b) The Secretary is authorized and directed to
enter into and continue cooperative agreements
with the Secretary of Commerce and the State
of California for the enforcement of Federal and
State laws and regulations on those lands and
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waters within and adjacent to the park which
are owned by the State of California. No provi-
sion of this subchapter shall be deemed to affect
the rights and jurisdiction of the State of Cali-
fornia within the park, including, but not lim-
ited to, authority over submerged lands and wa-
ters within the park boundaries, and the marine
resources therein.

§ 410ff-3. Administration

(a) Authority of Secretary of the Interior; low-in-
tensity, limited-entry basis for administra-
tion

Subject to the provisions of section 410ff of
this title, the Secretary shall administer the
park in accordance with the provisions of the

Act of August 25, 1916 (39 Stat. 535), as amended

and supplemented (16 U.S.C. 1 et seq.).! In the

administration of the park, the Secretary may
utilize such statutory authority available for
the conservation and management of wildlife
and natural and cultural resources as he deems
appropriate to carry out the purposes of this

subchapter. The park shall be administered on a

low-intensity, limited-entry basis.

(b) Limited visitor use; establishment of appro-
priate visitor carrying capacities

In recognition of the special fragility and sen-
sitivity of the park’s resources, it is the intent
of Congress that the visitor use within the park
be limited to assure negligible adverse impact
on the park resources. The Secretary shall es-
tablish appropriate visitor carrying capacities
for the park.

(c) Comprehensive general management plan

(1) Within three complete fiscal years from
March 5, 1980, the Secretary, in consultation
with The Nature Conservancy and the State of
California, shall submit to the Committee on In-
terior and Insular Affairs of the United States
House of Representatives and the Committee on
Energy and Natural Resources of the United
States Senate, a comprehensive general manage-
ment plan for the park, pursuant to criteria
stated in the provisions of section 100502 of title
54. Such plan shall include alternative consider-
ations for the design and operation of a public
transportation system connecting the park with
the mainland, with such considerations to be de-
veloped in cooperation with the State of Califor-
nia and the Secretary of Transportation. The
Secretary shall seek the advice of the scientific
community in the preparation of said plan, and
conduct hearings for public comment in Ventura
and Santa Barbara Counties.

(2) Those aspects of such a plan which relate
to marine mammals shall be prepared by the
Secretary of Commerce, in consultation with
the Secretary and the State of California.

§410ff-4. Federal or federally assisted undertak-
ings with respect to lands and waters within,
adjacent to, or related to park

The head of any Federal agency having direct
or indirect jurisdiction over a proposed Federal
or federally assisted undertaking with respect to
the lands and waters within or adjacent or relat-
ed to the park, and the head of any Federal
agency having authority to license or permit
any undertaking with respect to such lands and
waters, shall, prior to the approval of the ex-
penditure of any Federal funds on such under-
taking or prior to the issuance of any license or
permit, as the case may be, afford the Secretary
a reasonable opportunity to comment with re-
gard to such undertaking and shall give due con-
sideration to any comments made by the Sec-
retary and to the effect of such undertaking on
the purposes for which the park is established.

§410ff-7. Expenditure of Federal funds for re-
search, resources management, and visitor
protection and use on private property;

The Secretary is authorized to expend Federal
funds for the cooperative management of The
Nature Conservancy and other private property
for research, resources management, and visitor
protection and use. All funds authorized to be
appropriated for the purposes of the Channel Is-
lands National Monument are hereby trans-
ferred to the Channel Islands National Park. Ef-
fective October 1, 1980, there are hereby author-
ized to be appropriated such further sums as
may be necessary to carry out the purposes of
this subchapter, but not to exceed $500,000 for
development. From the Land and Water Con-
servation Fund there is authorized to be appro-
priated $30,100,000 for the purposes of land acqui-
sition. For the authorizations made in this sec-
tion, any amounts authorized but not appro-
priated in any fiscal year shall remain available
for appropriation in succeeding fiscal years.

§410gg. Establishment; description of boundary;
minor boundary revisions; publication in
Federal Register

In order to preserve and protect for the edu-
cation, inspiration, recreation, and enjoyment
of present and future generations a rare combi-
nation of terrestrial, marine, and amphibious
life in a tropical setting of great natural beauty,
there is hereby established the Biscayne Na-
tional Park (hereinafter referred to in this sub-
chapter as the ‘“‘park’) in the State of Florida.
The boundary of the park shall include the
lands, waters, and interests therein as generally
depicted on the map entitled ‘‘Boundary Map,
Biscayne National Park’’, numbered 169-90,003,
and dated April 1980, which map shall be on file
and available for public inspection in the offices
of the National Park Service, Department of the
Interior. The Secretary of the Interior (herein-
after referred to as the ‘‘Secretary’’) shall pub-
lish in the Federal Register, not more than one
year after June 28, 1980, a detailed description of
the boundary established pursuant to this sec-
tion. Following reasonable notice in writing to
the Committee on Natural Resources of the
United States House of Representatives and the
Committee on Energy and Natural Resources of
the United States Senate of his intention to do
s0, the Secretary may make minor revisions in
the boundary of the park by publication of a re-
vised boundary map or other description in the
Federal Register.
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
