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(ii) Form of non-Federal share 

The non-Federal share of the cost of car-
rying out an activity under this paragraph 
may be in the form of in-kind contribu-
tions or goods or services fairly valued. 

(d) General management plan 

(1) In general 

Not later than 3 years after the date on 
which funds are made available to carry out 
this section, the Secretary shall prepare a gen-
eral management plan for the historical park 
in accordance with section 100502 of title 54. 

(2) Consultation 

The general management plan shall be pre-
pared in consultation with the State (includ-
ing political subdivisions of the State). 

(3) Public comment 

The Secretary shall— 
(A) hold not less than 1 public meeting in 

the area of the historical park on the pro-
posed general management plan, including 
opportunity for public comment; and 

(B) publish the draft general management 
plan on the internet and provide an oppor-
tunity for public comment on the plan. 

(4) Coordination 

The Secretary shall coordinate the prepara-
tion and implementation of the management 
plan with— 

(A) the Blackwater National Wildlife Ref-
uge; 

(B) the Harriet Tubman National Histori-
cal Park established by section 410ttt of this 
title; and 

(C) the National Underground Railroad 
Network to Freedom.

SUBCHAPTER LIX–RR—HARRIET TUBMAN 
NATIONAL HISTORICAL PARK 

§ 410ttt. Harriet Tubman National Historical 
Park, Auburn, New York 

(a) Definitions 

In this section: 

(1) Historical park 

The term ‘‘historical park’’ means the Har-
riet Tubman National Historical Park estab-
lished by subsection (b)(1)(A). 

(2) Home 

The term ‘‘Home’’ means The Harriet Tub-
man Home, Inc., located in Auburn, New York. 

(3) Map 

The term ‘‘map’’ means the map entitled 
‘‘Harriet Tubman National Historical Park’’, 
numbered T18/80,000, and dated March 2009. 

(4) Secretary 

The term ‘‘Secretary’’ means the Secretary 
of the Interior. 

(5) State 

The term ‘‘State’’ means the State of New 
York. 

(b) Harriet Tubman National Historical Park 

(1) Establishment 

(A) In general 

Subject to subparagraph (B), there is es-
tablished the Harriet Tubman National His-
torical Park in Auburn, New York, as a unit 
of the National Park System. 

(B) Determination by Secretary 

The historical park shall not be estab-
lished until the date on which the Secretary 
determines that a sufficient quantity of 
land, or interests in land, has been acquired 
to constitute a manageable park unit. 

(C) Notice 

Not later than 30 days after the date on 
which the Secretary makes a determination 
under subparagraph (B), the Secretary shall 
publish in the Federal Register notice of the 
establishment of the historical park. 

(D) Map 

The map shall be on file and available for 
public inspection in appropriate offices of 
the National Park Service. 
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1 See References in Text note below. 

(2) Boundary 

The historical park shall include the Harriet 
Tubman Home, the Tubman Home for the 
Aged, the Thompson Memorial AME Zion 
Church and Rectory, and associated land, as 
identified in the area entitled ‘‘National His-
torical Park Proposed Boundary’’ on the map. 

(3) Purpose 

The purpose of the historical park is to pre-
serve and interpret for the benefit of present 
and future generations the historical, cul-
tural, and natural resources associated with 
the life of Harriet Tubman. 

(4) Land acquisition 

(A) In general 

The Secretary may acquire land and inter-
ests in land within the areas depicted on the 
map by purchase from a willing seller, dona-
tion, or exchange. 

(B) No condemnation 

No land or interest in land within the 
areas depicted on the map may be acquired 
by condemnation. 

(c) Administration 

(1) In general 

The Secretary shall administer the histori-
cal park in accordance with this section and 
the laws generally applicable to units of the 
National Park System, including— 

(A) the National Park System Organic Act 
(16 U.S.C. 1 et seq.); 1 and 

(B) the Act of August 21, 1935 (16 U.S.C. 461 
et seq.).1 

(2) Interpretive tours 

The Secretary may provide interpretive 
tours to sites and resources located outside 
the boundary of the historical park in Auburn, 
New York, relating to the life of Harriet Tub-
man. 

(3) Agreements 

(A) In general 

The Secretary may enter into an agree-
ment with the owner of any land within the 
historical park to mark, interpret, or restore 
nationally significant historic or cultural 
resources relating to the life of Harriet Tub-
man, if the agreement provides that— 

(i) the Secretary shall have the right of 
access to any public portions of the land 
covered by the agreement to allow for— 

(I) access at reasonable times by his-
torical park visitors to the land; and 

(II) interpretation of the land for the 
public; and 

(ii) no changes or alterations shall be 
made to the land except by mutual agree-
ment of the Secretary and the owner of the 
land. 

(B) Research 

The Secretary may enter into an agree-
ment with the State, political subdivisions 
of the State, institutions of higher edu-

cation, the Home and other nonprofit orga-
nizations, and individuals to conduct re-
search relating to the life of Harriet Tub-
man. 

(C) Cost-sharing requirement 

(i) Federal share 

The Federal share of the total cost of 
any activity carried out under this para-
graph shall not exceed 50 percent. 

(ii) Form of non-Federal share 

The non-Federal share may be in the 
form of in-kind contributions or goods or 
services fairly valued. 

(D) Attorney general 

(i) In general 

The Secretary shall submit to the Attor-
ney General for review any agreement 
under this paragraph involving religious 
property or property owned by a religious 
institution. 

(ii) Finding 

No agreement subject to review under 
this subparagraph shall take effect until 
the date on which the Attorney General is-
sues a finding that the proposed agreement 
does not violate the Establishment Clause 
of the first amendment to the Constitu-
tion. 

(d) General management plan 

(1) In general 

Not later than 3 years after the date on 
which funds are made available to carry out 
this section, the Secretary shall prepare a gen-
eral management plan for the historical park 
in accordance with section 100502 of title 54. 

(2) Coordination

SUBCHAPTER LIX–SS—MANHATTAN 
PROJECT NATIONAL HISTORICAL PARK 

§ 410uuu. Manhattan Project National Historical 
Park 

(a) Purposes 

The purposes of this section are— 
(1) to preserve and protect for the benefit of 

present and future generations the nationally 
significant historic resources associated with 
the Manhattan Project; 

(2) to improve public understanding of the 
Manhattan Project and the legacy of the Man-
hattan Project through interpretation of the 
historic resources associated with the Manhat-
tan Project; 

(3) to enhance public access to the Historical 
Park consistent with protection of public safe-
ty, national security, and other aspects of the 
mission of the Department of Energy; and 

(4) to assist the Department of Energy, His-
torical Park communities, historical societies, 
and other interested organizations and indi-
viduals in efforts to preserve and protect the 
historically significant resources associated 
with the Manhattan Project. 

(b) Definitions 

In this section: 

(1) Historical Park 

The term ‘‘Historical Park’’ means the Man-
hattan Project National Historical Park es-
tablished under subsection (c). 

(2) Manhattan Project 

The term ‘‘Manhattan Project’’ means the 
Federal military program to develop an atom-
ic bomb ending on December 31, 1946. 

(3) Secretary 

The term ‘‘Secretary’’ means the Secretary 
of the Interior. 

(c) Establishment of Manhattan Project National 
Historical Park 

(1) Establishment 

(A) Date 

Not later than 1 year after December 19, 
2014, there shall be established as a unit of 
the National Park System the Manhattan 
Project National Historical Park. 

(B) Areas included 

The Historical Park shall consist of facili-
ties and areas listed under paragraph (2) as 
determined by the Secretary, in consulta-
tion with the Secretary of Energy. The Sec-
retary shall include the area referred to in 
paragraph (2)(C)(i), the B Reactor National 
Historic Landmark, in the Historical Park. 

(2) Eligible areas 

The Historical Park may only be comprised 
of one or more of the following areas, or por-
tions of the areas, as generally depicted in the 
map titled ‘‘Manhattan Project National His-
torical Park Sites’’, numbered 540/108,834–C, 
and dated September 2012: 

(A) Oak Ridge, Tennessee 

Facilities, land, or interests in land that 
are— 

(i) Buildings 9204–3 and 9731 at the De-
partment of Energy Y–12 National Secu-
rity Complex; 

(ii) the X–10 Graphite Reactor at the De-
partment of Energy Oak Ridge National 
Laboratory; 

(iii) the K–25 Building site at the Depart-
ment of Energy East Tennessee Tech-
nology Park; 

(iv) the former Guest House located at 
210 East Madison Road; and 

(v) at other sites in Oak Ridge, Ten-
nessee, that are not depicted on the map 
but are determined by the Secretary to be 
suitable and appropriate for inclusion in 
the Historical Park, except that sites ad-
ministered by the Secretary of Energy 
may be included only with the concurrence 
of the Secretary of Energy. 

(B) Los Alamos, New Mexico 

Facilities, land, or interests in land that 
are— 

(i) within the Los Alamos Scientific Lab-
oratory National Historic Landmark Dis-
trict, or any addition to the Landmark 
District proposed in the National Historic 
Landmark Nomination—Los Alamos Sci-
entific Laboratory (LASL) NHL District 
(Working Draft of NHL Revision), Los Ala-
mos National Laboratory document 
LA–UR 12–00387 (January 26, 2012); 

(ii) the former East Cafeteria located at 
1670 Nectar Street; and 

(iii) the former dormitory located at 1725 
17th Street. 

(C) Hanford, Washington 

Facilities, land, or interests in land on the 
Department of Energy Hanford Nuclear Res-
ervation that are— 

(i) the B Reactor National Historic 
Landmark; 
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
