made under paragraph (2) with respect to an entry only 
if a request therefor is filed with the Customs Service, 
within 180 days after the date of enactment of this Act, 
that contains sufficient information to enable the Cus-
toms Service— 

‘‘(A) to locate the entry; or 
‘‘(B) to reconstruct the entry if it cannot be lo-

cated.’’

§ 2466a. Designation of sub-Saharan African 
countries for certain benefits 

(a) Authority to designate 

(1) In general 

Notwithstanding any other provision of law, 
the President is authorized to designate a 
country listed in section 107 of the African 
Growth and Opportunity Act [19 U.S.C. 3706] as 
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a beneficiary sub-Saharan African country eli-
gible for the benefits described in subsection 
(b)— 

(A) if the President determines that the 
country meets the eligibility requirements 
set forth in section 104 of that Act [19 U.S.C. 
3703], as such requirements are in effect on 
May 18, 2000; and 

(B) subject to the authority granted to the 
President under subsections (a), (d), and (e) 
of section 2462 of this title, if the country 
otherwise meets the eligibility criteria set 
forth in section 2462 of this title. 

(2) Monitoring and review of certain countries 

The President shall monitor, review, and re-
port to Congress annually on the progress of 
each country listed in section 107 of the Afri-
can Growth and Opportunity Act in meeting 
the requirements described in paragraph (1) in 
order to determine the current or potential 
eligibility of each country to be designated as 
a beneficiary sub-Saharan African country for 
purposes of this section. The President’s deter-
minations, and explanations of such deter-
minations, with specific analysis of the eligi-
bility requirements described in paragraph 
(1)(A), shall be included in the annual report 
required by section 106 of the African Growth 
and Opportunity Act [19 U.S.C. 3705]. 

(3) Continuing compliance 

(A) In general 

If the President determines that a bene-
ficiary sub-Saharan African country is not 
making continual progress in meeting the 
requirements described in paragraph (1), the 
President shall terminate the designation of 
that country as a beneficiary sub-Saharan 
African country for purposes of this section, 
effective on January 1 of the year following 
the year in which such determination is 
made. 

(B) Notification 

The President may not terminate the des-
ignation of a country as a beneficiary sub- 
Saharan African country under subpara-
graph (A) unless, at least 60 days before the 
termination of such designation, the Presi-
dent notifies Congress and notifies the coun-
try of the President’s intention to terminate 
such designation, together with the consid-
erations entering into the decision to termi-
nate such designation. 

(b) Preferential tariff treatment for certain arti-
cles 

(1) In general 

The President may provide duty-free treat-
ment for any article described in section 
2463(b)(1)(B) through (G) of this title that is 
the growth, product, or manufacture of a bene-
ficiary sub-Saharan African country described 
in subsection (a), if, after receiving the advice 
of the International Trade Commission in ac-
cordance with section 2463(e) of this title, the 
President determines that such article is not 
import-sensitive in the context of imports 
from beneficiary sub-Saharan African coun-
tries. 

(2) Rules of origin 

The duty-free treatment provided under 
paragraph (1) shall apply to any article de-
scribed in that paragraph that meets the re-
quirements of section 2463(a)(2) of this title, 
except that— 

(A) if the cost or value of materials pro-
duced in the customs territory of the United 
States is included with respect to that arti-
cle, an amount not to exceed 15 percent of 
the appraised value of the article at the time 
it is entered that is attributed to such 
United States cost or value may be applied 
toward determining the percentage referred 
to in subparagraph (A) of section 2463(a)(2) of 
this title; 

(B) the cost or value of the materials in-
cluded with respect to that article that are 
produced in one or more beneficiary sub-Sa-
haran African countries or former bene-
ficiary sub-Saharan African countries shall 
be applied in determining such percentage; 
and 

(C) the direct costs of processing oper-
ations performed in one or more such bene-
ficiary sub-Saharan African countries or 
former beneficiary sub-Saharan African 
countries shall be applied in determining 
such percentage. 

(3) Rules of origin under this subchapter 

The exceptions set forth in subparagraphs 
(A), (B), and (C) of paragraph (2) shall also 
apply to any article described in section 
2463(a)(1) of this title that is the growth, prod-
uct, or manufacture of a beneficiary sub-Saha-
ran African country for purposes of any deter-
mination to provide duty-free treatment with 
respect to such article. 

(c) Withdrawal, suspension, or limitation of pref-
erential tariff treatment 

(1) In general 

The President may withdraw, suspend, or 
limit the application of duty-free treatment 
provided for any article described in sub-
section (b)(1) of this section or section 112 of 
the African Growth and Opportunity Act [19 
U.S.C. 3721] with respect to a beneficiary sub- 
Saharan African country if the President de-
termines that withdrawing, suspending, or 
limiting such duty-free treatment would be 
more effective in promoting compliance by the 
country with the requirements described in 
subsection (a)(1) than terminating the des-
ignation of the country as a beneficiary sub- 
Saharan African country for purposes of this 
section. 

(2) Notification 

The President may not withdraw, suspend, 
or limit the application of duty-free treatment 
under paragraph (1) unless, at least 60 days be-
fore such withdrawal, suspension, or limita-
tion, the President notifies Congress and noti-
fies the country of the President’s intention to 
withdraw, suspend, or limit such duty-free 
treatment, together with the considerations 
entering into the decision to terminate such 
designation. 
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(d) Review and public comments on eligibility 
requirements 

(1) In general 

In carrying out subsection (a)(2), the Presi-
dent shall publish annually in the Federal 
Register a notice of review and request for 
public comments on whether beneficiary sub- 
Saharan African countries are meeting the eli-
gibility requirements set forth in section 104 
of the African Growth and Opportunity Act [19 
U.S.C. 3703] and the eligibility criteria set 
forth in section 2462 of this title. 

(2) Public hearing 

The United States Trade Representative 
shall, not later than 30 days after the date on 
which the President publishes the notice of re-
view and request for public comments under 
paragraph (1)— 

(A) hold a public hearing on such review 
and request for public comments; and 

(B) publish in the Federal Register, before 
such hearing is held, notice of— 

(i) the time and place of such hearing; 
and 

(ii) the time and place at which such 
public comments will be accepted. 

(3) Petition process 

(A) In general 

Not later than 60 days after June 29, 2015, 
the President shall establish a process to 
allow any interested person, at any time, to 
file a petition with the Office of the United 
States Trade Representative with respect to 
the compliance of any country listed in sec-
tion 107 of the African Growth and Oppor-
tunity Act [19 U.S.C. 3706] with the eligi-
bility requirements set forth in section 104 
of such Act [19 U.S.C. 3703] and the eligi-
bility criteria set forth in section 2462 of this 
title. 

(B) Use of petitions 

The President shall take into account all 
petitions filed pursuant to subparagraph (A) 
in making determinations of compliance 
under subsections (a)(3)(A) and (c) and in 
preparing any reports required by this sub-
chapter as such reports apply with respect to 
beneficiary sub-Saharan African countries. 

(4) Out-of-cycle reviews 

(A) In general 

The President may, at any time, initiate 
an out-of-cycle review of whether a bene-
ficiary sub-Saharan African country is mak-
ing continual progress in meeting the re-
quirements described in paragraph (1). The 
President shall give due consideration to pe-
titions received under paragraph (3) in deter-
mining whether to initiate an out-of-cycle 
review under this subparagraph. 

(B) Congressional notification 

Before initiating an out-of-cycle review 
under subparagraph (A), the President shall 
notify and consult with Congress. 

(C) Consequences of review 

If, pursuant to an out-of-cycle review con-
ducted under subparagraph (A), the Presi-

dent determines that a beneficiary sub-Sa-
haran African country does not meet the re-
quirements set forth in section 104(a) of the 
African Growth and Opportunity Act (19 
U.S.C. 3703(a)), the President shall, subject 
to the requirements of subsections (a)(3)(B) 
and (c)(2), terminate the designation of the 
country as a beneficiary sub-Saharan Afri-
can country or withdraw, suspend, or limit 
the application of duty-free treatment with 
respect to articles from the country. 

(D) Reports 

After each out-of-cycle review conducted 
under subparagraph (A) with respect to a 
country, the President shall submit to the 
Committee on Finance of the Senate and the 
Committee on Ways and Means of the House 
of Representatives a report on the review 
and any determination of the President to 
terminate the designation of the country as 
a beneficiary sub-Saharan African country 
or withdraw, suspend, or limit the applica-
tion of duty-free treatment with respect to 
articles from the country under subpara-
graph (C). 

(E) Initiation of out-of-cycle reviews for cer-
tain countries 

Recognizing that concerns have been 
raised about the compliance with section 
104(a) of the African Growth and Oppor-
tunity Act (19 U.S.C. 3703(a)) of some bene-
ficiary sub-Saharan African countries, the 
President shall initiate an out-of-cycle re-
view under subparagraph (A) with respect to 
South Africa, the most developed of the ben-
eficiary sub-Saharan African countries, and 
other beneficiary countries as appropriate, 
not later than 30 days after June 29, 2015. 

(e) Beneficiary sub-Saharan African countries, 
etc. 

For purposes of this subchapter— 
(1) the terms ‘‘beneficiary sub-Saharan Afri-

can country’’ and ‘‘beneficiary sub-Saharan 
African countries’’ mean a country or coun-
tries listed in section 107 of the African 
Growth and Opportunity Act [19 U.S.C. 3706] 
that the President has determined is eligible 
under subsection (a) of this section. 

(2) the term ‘‘former beneficiary sub-Saha-
ran African country’’ means a country that, 
after being designated as a beneficiary sub-Sa-
haran African country under the African 
Growth and Opportunity Act [19 U.S.C. 3701 et 
seq.], ceased to be designated as such a coun-
try by reason of its entering into a free trade 
agreement with the United States.

SECTION 1. Authorities and Functions under the Act. (a)

cifically assigned to the President under title I of the 
Act are delegated and assigned, respectively, to the 
United States Trade Representative (U.S. Trade Rep-
resentative). 

(b) The exercise of the following authorities of, and 
functions specifically assigned to the President under 
title I of the Act are not delegated or assigned under 
this order: 

(i) section 104(c) of the Act; 
(ii) sections 105(a) and (b) of the Act; and 
(iii) sections 506A(d)(3)(B) and (d)(4)(C) of the Trade 

Act of 1974 (as amended by the Act). 
(c) The functions of the President under section 13(c) 

of the AGOA Acceleration Act of 2004, as added by sec-
tion 109 of the Act, are assigned to the Administrator 
of the United States Agency for International Develop-
ment, in collaboration with the Secretary of Agri-
culture. 

(d) The functions of the President under section 110(a) 
of the Act are assigned to the U.S. Trade Representa-
tive, in consultation with the Secretary of State. 

SEC. 2. Reducing Poverty and Eliminating Hunger. The 
U.S. Trade Representative, with the advice and assist-
ance of other executive departments and agencies in-
volved in international programs to reduce poverty and 
eliminate hunger, shall perform the reporting function 
under section 701 of the Act. 

SEC. 3. General Provisions. (a) In exercising authority 
delegated by or performing functions assigned in this 
order, officers of the United States: 

(i) shall ensure that all actions taken by them are 
consistent with the President’s constitutional author-
ity to (A) conduct the foreign affairs of the United 
States, including the commencement, conduct, and ter-
mination of negotiations with foreign countries and 
international organizations; (B) withhold information 
the disclosure of which could impair the foreign rela-
tions, the national security, the deliberative processes 
of the Executive, or the performance of the Executive’s 
constitutional duties; (C) recommend for congressional 
consideration such measures as the President may 
judge necessary or expedient; and (D) supervise the ex-
ecutive branch; and 

(ii) may redelegate authority delegated by this order 
and may further assign functions assigned by this order 
to officers of any other department or agency within 
the executive branch to the extent permitted by law, 
and such redelegation or further assignment shall be 
published in the Federal Register. 

(b) This order shall be implemented consistent with 
applicable law and subject to the availability of appro-
priations. 

(c) This order is not intended to, and does not, create 
any right or benefit, substantive or procedural, enforce-
able at law or in equity by any party against the 
United States, its departments, agencies, or entities, 
its officers, employees, or agents, or any other person.

§ 2467. Definitions 

For purposes of this subchapter: 

(1) Beneficiary developing country 

The term ‘‘beneficiary developing country’’ 
means any country with respect to which 
there is in effect an Executive order or Presi-
dential proclamation by the President des-
ignating such country as a beneficiary devel-
oping country for purposes of this subchapter. 

(2) Country 

The term ‘‘country’’ means any foreign 
country or territory, including any overseas 
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
