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(1) use the additional explosives detection
canine teams as part of the Department’s ef-
forts to strengthen security across the Na-
tion’s transportation network, and may use
the canine teams on a more limited basis to
support other homeland security missions, as
determined appropriate by the Secretary;

(2) make available explosives detection ca-
nine teams to all modes of transportation, for
high-risk areas or to address specific threats,
on an as-needed basis and as otherwise deter-
mined appropriate by the Secretary;

(3) encourage, but not require, any transpor-
tation facility or system to deploy TSA-cer-
tified explosives detection canine teams devel-
oped under this section; and

(4) consider specific needs and training re-
quirements for explosives detection canine
teams to be deployed across the Nation’s
transportation network, including in venues of
multiple modes of transportation, as appro-
priate.

(e) Canine procurement

The Secretary, acting through the Adminis-
trator of the Transportation Security Adminis-
tration, shall work to ensure that explosives de-
tection canine teams are procured as efficiently
as possible and at the best price, while main-
taining the needed level of quality, including, if
appropriate, through increased domestic breed-
ing.

(f) Study

Not later than 1 year after August 3, 2007, the
Comptroller General shall report to the appro-
priate congressional committees on the utiliza-
tion of explosives detection canine teams to
strengthen security and the capacity of the na-
tional explosive detection canine team program.

(g) Authorization

There are authorized to be appropriated to the
Secretary such sums as may be necessary to
carry out this section for fiscal years 2007
through 2011.

§1117. Roles of the Department of Homeland Se-

SUBCHAPTER III—PUBLIC
TRANSPORTATION SECURITY

§ 1131. Definitions

For purposes of this subchapter, the following
terms apply:

(1) Appropriate congressional committees
