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§2901. Congressional findings and statement of
purpose

(a) The Congress finds that—

(1) regulated financial institutions are re-
quired by law to demonstrate that their de-
posit facilities serve the convenience and
needs of the communities in which they are
chartered to do business;

(2) the convenience and needs of commu-
nities include the need for credit services as
well as deposit services; and

(3) regulated financial institutions have con-
tinuing and affirmative obligation to help
meet the credit needs of the local commu-
nities in which they are chartered.

(b) It is the purpose of this chapter to require
each appropriate Federal financial supervisory
agency to use its authority when examining fi-
nancial institutions, to encourage such institu-
tions to help meet the credit needs of the local
communities in which they are chartered con-
sistent with the safe and sound operation of
such institutions.

RESPONSIVENESS TO COMMUNITY NEEDS FOR FINANCIAL
SERVICES

‘“(a) STUDY.—The Secretary of the Treasury, in con-
sultation with the Federal banking agencies (as defined
in section 3(z) of the Federal Deposit Insurance Act [12
U.S.C. 1813(z)]), shall conduct a study of the extent to
which adequate services are being provided as intended
by the Community Reinvestment Act of 1977 [12 U.S.C.
2901 et seq.], including services in low- and moderate-
income neighborhoods and for persons of modest
means, as a result of the enactment of this Act [see
Tables for classification].

“(b) REPORTS.—

‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of the Treasury
shall—

“(A) before March 15, 2000, submit a baseline re-
port to the Congress on the study conducted pursu-
ant to subsection (a); and

‘“(B) before the end of the 2-year period beginning
on the date of the enactment of this Act [Nov. 12,
1999], in consultation with the Federal banking
agencies, submit a final report to the Congress on
the study conducted pursuant to subsection (a).
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‘“(2) RECOMMENDATIONS.—The final report submitted
under paragraph (1)(B) shall include such recom-
mendations as the Secretary determines to be appro-
priate for administrative and legislative action with
respect to institutions covered under the Community
Reinvestment Act of 1977 [12 U.S.C. 2901 et seq.].”’

REPORT ON COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT LENDING

Pub. L. 102-550, title IX, §910, Oct. 28, 1992, 106 Stat.
3874, provided that:

‘“‘(a) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 12 months after the
date of enactment of this section [Oct. 28, 1992], the
Board of Governors of the Federal Reserve System, in
consultation with the Comptroller of the Currency, the
Chairman of the Federal Deposit Insurance Corpora-
tion, the Director of the Office of Thrift Supervision,
and the Chairman of the National Credit Union Admin-
istration, shall submit a report to the Congress com-
paring residential, small business, and commercial
lending by insured depository institutions in low-in-
come, minority, and distressed neighborhoods to such
lending in other neighborhoods.

“(b) CONTENTS OF REPORT.—The report required by
subsection (a) shall—

‘(1) compare the risks and returns of lending in
low-income, minority, and distressed neighborhoods
with the risks and returns of lending in other neigh-
borhoods;

‘“(2) analyze the reasons for any differences in risk
and return between low-income, minority, and dis-
tressed neighborhoods and other neighborhoods; and

“(8) if the risks of lending in low-income, minority,
and distressed neighborhoods exceed the risks of lend-
ing in other neighborhoods, recommend ways of miti-
gating those risks.”

§ 2902. Definitions

For the purposes of this chapter—
(1) the term ‘‘appropriate Federal financial
supervisory agency’’ means—

(A) the Comptroller of the Currency with
respect to national banks and Federal sav-
ings associations (the deposits of which are
insured by the Federal Deposit Insurance
Corporation);

(B) the Board of Governors of the Federal
Reserve System with respect to State char-
tered banks which are members of the Fed-
eral Reserve System, bank holding compa-
nies, and savings and loan holding compa-
nies;

(C) the Federal Deposit Insurance Corpora-
tion with respect to State chartered banks
and savings banks which are not members of
the Federal Reserve System and the deposits
of which are insured by the Corporation, and
State savings associations (the deposits of
which are insured by the Federal Deposit In-
surance Corporation).!

(2) the term ‘‘regulated financial institu-
tion”” means an insured depository institution
(as defined in section 1813 of this title); and

(3) the term ‘‘application for a deposit facil-
ity”” means an application to the appropriate
Federal financial supervisory agency other-
wise required under Federal law or regulations
thereunder for—

(A) a charter for a national bank or Fed-
eral savings and loan association;

(B) deposit insurance in connection with a
newly chartered State bank, savings bank,
savings and loan association or similar insti-
tution;

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(C) the establishment of a domestic branch
or other facility with the ability to accept
deposits of a regulated financial institution;

(D) the relocation of the home office or a
branch office of a regulated financial insti-
tution;

(E) the merger or consolidation with, or
the acquisition of the assets, or the assump-
tion of the liabilities of a regulated financial
institution requiring approval under section
1828(c) of this title or under regulations is-
sued under the authority of title IV2 of the
National Housing Act [12 U.S.C. 1724 et seq.];
or

(F) the acquisition of shares in, or the as-
sets of, a regulated financial institution re-
quiring approval under section 1842 of this
title or section 408(e)2 of the National Hous-
ing Act [12 U.S.C. 1730a(e)].

(4) A financial institution whose business
predominately consists of serving the needs of
military personnel who are not located within
a defined geographic area may define its ‘‘en-
tire community’ to include its entire deposit
customer base without regard to geographic
proximity.

§2903. Financial institutions; evaluation

(a) In general

In connection with its examination of a finan-
cial institution, the appropriate Federal finan-
cial supervisory agency shall—

(1) assess the institution’s record of meeting
the credit needs of its entire community, in-
cluding low- and moderate-income neighbor-
hoods, consistent with the safe and sound op-
eration of such institution; and

(2) take such record into account in its eval-
uation of an application for a deposit facility
by such institution.

(b) Majority-owned institutions

In assessing and taking into account, under
subsection (a), the record of a nonminority-
owned and nonwomen-owned financial institu-
tion, the appropriate Federal financial super-
visory agency may consider as a factor capital
investment, loan participation, and other ven-
tures undertaken by the institution in coopera-
tion with minority- and women-owned financial
institutions and low-income credit unions pro-
vided that these activities help meet the credit
needs of local communities in which such insti-
tutions and credit unions are chartered.

(c) Financial holding company requirement
(1) In general

An election by a bank holding company to
become a financial holding company under
section 1843 of this title shall not be effective
if—

(A) the Board finds that, as of the date the
declaration of such election and the certifi-
cation is filed by such holding company
under section 1843(1)(1)(C)! of this title, not
all of the subsidiary insured depository in-
stitutions of the bank holding company had
achieved a rating of ‘‘satisfactory record of
meeting community credit needs’’, or better,
at the most recent examination of each such
institution; and

(B) the Board notifies the company of such
finding before the end of the 30-day period
beginning on such date.

(2) Limited exclusions for newly acquired in-
sured depository institutions
Any insured depository institution acquired
by a bank holding company during the 12-
month period preceding the date of the sub-
