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sions may be acquired only by donation or ex-
change.

(e) Transfer of Federal land

Notwithstanding any other provision of law,
any Federal lands or interests in lands located
within the Arapaho National Recreation Area
shall be transferred without consideration to
the administrative jurisdiction of the Secretary
for use by the Secretary in carrying out this
subchapter. Lands within the Arapaho National
Recreation Area acquired by the Secretary or
transferred to the Secretary’s administrative ju-
risdiction shall become part of that recreation
area and of the national forest within or adja-
cent to which they are located: Provided, That
the operation and facilities of the Colorado Big
Thompson project shall remain under the juris-
diction of the United States Bureau of Reclama-
tion.

§460jj—2. Hunting and fishing

The Secretary shall permit hunting and fish-
ing on lands and waters under the Secretary’s
jurisdiction within the boundaries of the Arap-
aho National Recreation Area in accordance
with the laws of the United States and the State
of Colorado, except that the Secretary may des-
ignate zones where, and establish periods when,
no hunting or fishing shall be permitted for rea-
sons of public safety, area general administra-
tion, or public use and enjoyment. Except in
emergencies, any regulations made by the Sec-
retary pursuant to this section shall be put into
effect only after consultation with the appro-
priate State fish and game department.

§460jj-3. Permits for facilities and services

The Secretary shall cooperate with other Fed-
eral agencies, with State and local public agen-
cies, and with private individuals and organiza-
tions in the issuance of permits for facilities and
services in the Arapaho National Recreation
Area and the development and operation of
those facilities and services.

§460jj-4. Application of State water laws

The jurisdiction of the State of Colorado and
the United States over waters of any stream in-
cluded in the Arapaho National Recreation Area
shall be determined by established principles of
law. Nothing in this subchapter shall constitute
an express or implied claim or denial on the part
of the Federal Government as to exemption
from State water laws.

§ 460jj-5. Filing of maps

As soon as practicable after October 11, 1978,
the Secretary shall file a map and legal descrip-
tion of the Indian Peaks Wilderness Area and
the Arapaho National Recreation Area with the
Committee on Energy and Natural Resources of
the Senate and the Committee on Interior and
Insular Affairs of the House of Representatives
and such description shall have the same force
and effect as if included in this subchapter, ex-
cept that correction of any clerical or typo-
graphical errors in such map and description
may be made. Such map and the map entitled
“Indian Peaks Wilderness Area and Arapaho Na-
tional Recreation Area’, dated July 1978, shall
be on file and made available for public inspec-
tion in the offices of the Chief of the Forest
Service, Department of Agriculture.

§ 460jj—6. State civil and criminal jurisdiction

Nothing in this subchapter shall diminish, en-
large, or modify any right of the State of Colo-
rado, or any political subdivision thereof, to ex-
ercise civil and criminal jurisdiction within the
Indian Peaks Wilderness Area or the Arapaho
National Recreation Area or of rights to tax per-
sons, franchises, or property, including mineral
or other interests, in or on lands or waters with-
in those areas.

§ 460jj—7. Authorization of appropriations

Effective October 1, 1979, there are authorized
to be appropriated to carry out sections 1
through 10 of this Act $5,000,000 for the acquisi-
tion of lands and interests in lands and $5,000,000
for water quality and recreation development.
Moneys appropriated from the Land and Water
Conservation Fund shall be available for the ac-
quisition of lands and interests therein within
the Arapaho National Recreation Area.

SUBCHAPTER XCV—SANTA MONICA
MOUNTAINS NATIONAL RECREATION AREA

§ 460kk. Establishment
(a) Findings

The Congress finds that—

(1) there are significant scenic, recreational,
educational, scientific, natural, archeological,
and public health benefits provided by the
Santa Monica Mountains and adjacent coast-
line area;
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
