‘“(2) OTHER EXCEPTIONS.—The Secretary may also
waive the application of subsection (b) or (¢) pursuant
to such regulations as the Secretary may prescribe.
‘(f) DEPOSIT AND USE OF FUNDS.—

‘(1) DEPOSIT.—Funds collected under the pilot pro-
gram in accordance with subsection (c) shall be de-
posited into a special account in the Treasury of the
United States.

‘(2) FUNDS AVAILABLE.—Funds deposited into the
special account in accordance with paragraph (1)
shall be available for expenditure by the Secretary of
Agriculture under paragraph (3) without further ap-
propriation, and shall remain available for expendi-
ture until the date specified in subsection (h)(2).

‘“(3) AUTHORIZED USES.—The funds made available
under paragraph (2) shall be expended at units of the
National Forest System in proportion to the fees col-
lected at that unit under subsection (¢) to pay for the
costs of conducting inventories of forest botanical
products, determining sustainable levels of harvest,
monitoring and assessing the impacts of harvest lev-
els and methods, conducting restoration activities,
including any necessary vegetation, and covering
costs of the Department of Agriculture described in
subsection (c)(1).

‘“(4) TREATMENT OF FEES.—Funds collected under
subsection (c¢) shall not be taken into account for the
purposes of the following laws:

“(A) The sixth paragraph under the heading ‘FOR-
EST SERVICE’ in the Act of May 23, 1908 (16 U.S.C.
500) and section 13 of the Act of March 1, 1911 (com-
monly known as the Weeks Act; 16 U.S.C. 500).

‘“(g) REPORTING REQUIREMENTS.—AS soon as prac-
ticable after the end of each fiscal year in which the
Secretary of Agriculture collects fees under subsection
(¢) or expends funds from the special account under
subsection (f), the Secretary shall submit to the Con-
gress a report summarizing the activities of the Sec-
retary under the pilot program, including the funds
generated under subsection (c), the expenses incurred
to carry out the pilot program, and the expenditures
made from the special account during that fiscal year.

*‘(h) DURATION OF PILOT PROGRAM.—

‘(1) COLLECTION OF FEES.—The Secretary of Agri-
culture may collect fees under the authority of sub-
section (c) through fiscal year 2019.

‘(2) USE OF SPECIAL ACCOUNT.—The Secretary may
make expenditures from the special account under
subsection (f) until September 30 of the fiscal year
following the last fiscal year specified in paragraph
(1). After that date, amounts remaining in the special
account shall be transferred to the general fund of
the Treasury.”

§529. Authorization of development and adminis-
tration consideration to relative values of re-
sources; areas of wilderness

The Secretary of Agriculture is authorized and
directed to develop and administer the renew-
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able surface resources of the national forests for
multiple use and sustained yield of the several
products and services obtained therefrom. In the
administration of the national forests due con-
sideration shall be given to the relative values
of the various resources in particular areas. The
establishment and maintenance of areas of wil-
derness are consistent with the purposes and
provisions of sections 528 to 531 of this title.

§530. Cooperation for purposes of development

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§531. Definitions

As used in sections 528 to 531 of this title the
following terms shall have the following mean-
ings:

(a) ‘“Multiple use’” means: The management of
all the various renewable surface resources of
the national forests so that they are utilized in
the combination that will best meet the needs of
the American people; making the most judicious
use of the land for some or all of these resources
or related services over areas large enough to
provide sufficient latitude for periodic adjust-
ments in use to conform to changing needs and
conditions; that some land will be used for less
than all of the resources; and harmonious and
coordinated management of the various re-
sources, each with the other, without impair-
ment of the productivity of the land, with con-
sideration being given to the relative values of
the various resources, and not necessarily the
combination of uses that will give the greatest
dollar return or the greatest unit output.

(b) ‘““‘Sustained yield of the several products
and services’” means the achievement and main-
tenance in perpetuity of a high-level annual or
regular periodic output of the various renewable
resources of the national forests without impair-
ment of the productivity of the land.

§532. Roads and trails system; Congressional
findings and declaration of policy

The Congress hereby finds and declares that
the construction and maintenance of an ade-
quate system of roads and trails within and near
the national forests and other lands adminis-
tered by the Forest Service is essential if in-
creasing demands for timber, recreation, and
other uses of such lands are to be met; that the
existence of such a system would have the ef-
fect, among other things, of increasing the value
of timber and other resources tributary to such
roads; and that such a system is essential to en-
able the Secretary of Agriculture (hereinafter
called the Secretary) to provide for intensive
use, protection, development, and management
of these lands under principles of multiple use
and sustained yield of products and services.

§533. Grant of easements for road rights-of-way;
authority of Secretary of Agriculture; regula-
tions

The Secretary is authorized, under such regu-
lations as he may prescribe, subject to the pro-
visions of sections 532 to 538 of this title, to
grant permanent or temporary easements for
specified periods or otherwise for road rights-of-
way (1) over national forest lands and other
lands administered by the Forest Service, and
(2) over any other related lands with respect to
which the Department of Agriculture has rights
under the terms of the grant to it.

§534. Termination and cancellation of ease-
ments; notice; hearing

An easement granted under sections 532 to 538
of this title may be terminated by consent of
the owner of the easement, by condemnation, or
after a five-year period of nonuse the Secretary
may, if he finds the owner has abandoned the
easement, make a determination to cancel it.
Before the Secretary may cancel an easement
for nonuse the owner of such easement must be
notified of the determination to cancel and be
given, upon his request made within sixty days
after receipt of the notice, a hearing in accord-
ance with such rules and regulations as may be
issued by the Secretary.

§ 535. Forest development roads; acquisition, con-
struction, and maintenance; maximum econ-
omy; methods of financing; cost arrange-
ments for construction standards; transfer of
unused effective purchaser credit for road
construction

The Secretary is authorized to provide for the
acquisition, construction, and maintenance of
forest development roads within and near the
national forests and other lands administered by
the Forest Service in locations and according to
specifications which will permit maximum econ-
omy in harvesting timber from such lands tribu-
tary to such roads and at the same time meet
the requirements for protection, development,
and management thereof, and for utilization of
the other resources thereof. Financing of such
roads may be accomplished (1) by the Secretary
utilizing appropriated funds, (2) by requirements
on purchasers of national forest timber and
other products, including provisions for amorti-
zation of road costs in contracts, (3) by coopera-
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
