§ 2401a. Petitions; group eligibility 

(a) In general 

A petition for a certification of eligibility to 
apply for adjustment assistance under this part 
may be filed with the Secretary by a group of 
agricultural commodity producers or by their 
duly authorized representative. Upon receipt of 
the petition, the Secretary shall promptly pub-
lish notice in the Federal Register that the Sec-
retary has received the petition and initiated an 
investigation. 

(b) Hearings 

If the petitioner, or any other person found by 
the Secretary to have a substantial interest in 
the proceedings, submits not later than 10 days 
after the date of the Secretary’s publication 
under subsection (a) a request for a hearing, the 
Secretary shall provide for a public hearing and 
afford such interested person an opportunity to 
be present, to produce evidence, and to be heard. 

(c) Group eligibility requirements 

The Secretary shall certify a group of agricul-
tural commodity producers as eligible to apply 
for adjustment assistance under this part if the 
Secretary determines that— 

(1)(A) the national average price of the agri-
cultural commodity produced by the group 
during the most recent marketing year for 
which data are available is less than 85 per-
cent of the average of the national average 
price for the commodity in the 3 marketing 
years preceding such marketing year; 

(B) the quantity of production of the agri-
cultural commodity produced by the group 
during such marketing year is less than 85 per-
cent of the average of the quantity of produc-
tion of the commodity produced by the group 
in the 3 marketing years preceding such mar-
keting year; 

(C) the value of production of the agricul-
tural commodity produced by the group dur-
ing such marketing year is less than 85 per-
cent of the average value of production of the 
commodity produced by the group in the 3 
marketing years preceding such marketing 
year; or 

(D) the cash receipts for the agricultural 
commodity produced by the group during such 
marketing year are less than 85 percent of the 
average of the cash receipts for the commod-
ity produced by the group in the 3 marketing 
years preceding such marketing year; 

(2) the volume of imports of articles like or 
directly competitive with the agricultural 
commodity produced by the group in the mar-
keting year with respect to which the group 
files the petition increased compared to the 
average volume of such imports during the 3 
marketing years preceding such marketing 
year; and 

(3) the increase in such imports contributed 
importantly to the decrease in the national 
average price, quantity of production, or value 
of production of, or cash receipts for, the agri-
cultural commodity, as described in paragraph 
(1). 

(d) Eligibility of certain other producers 

An agricultural commodity producer or group 
of producers that resides outside of the State or 
region identified in the petition filed under sub-
section (a) may file a request to become a party 
to that petition not later than 15 days after the 
date the notice is published in the Federal Reg-
ister under subsection (a) with respect to that 
petition. 

(e) Treatment of classes of goods within a com-
modity 

In any case in which there are separate classes 
of goods within an agricultural commodity, the 
Secretary shall treat each class as a separate 
commodity in determining under subsection 
(c)— 

(1) group eligibility; 
(2) the national average price, quantity of 

production, or value of production, or cash re-
ceipts; and 

(3) the volume of imports.

§ 2401b. Determinations by Secretary of Agri-
culture 

(a) In general 

As soon as practicable after the date on which 
a petition is filed under section 2401a of this 
title, but in any event not later than 40 days 
after that date, the Secretary shall determine 
whether the petitioning group meets the re-

quirements of section 2401a(c) of this title and 
shall, if the group meets the requirements, issue 
a certification of eligibility to apply for assist-
ance under this part covering agricultural com-
modity producers in any group that meets the 
requirements. Each certification shall specify 
the date on which eligibility under this part be-
gins. 

(b) Notice 

Upon making a determination on a petition, 
the Secretary shall promptly publish a summary 
of the determination in the Federal Register, to-
gether with the Secretary’s reasons for making 
the determination. 

(c) Termination of certification 

Whenever the Secretary determines, with re-
spect to any certification of eligibility under 
this part, that the decrease in the national aver-
age price, quantity of production, or value of 
production of, or cash receipts for, the agricul-
tural commodity covered by the certification is 
no longer attributable to the conditions de-
scribed in section 2401a of this title, the Sec-
retary shall terminate such certification and 
promptly cause notice of such termination to be 
published in the Federal Register, together with 
the Secretary’s reasons for making such deter-
mination. 

(d) Annual report 

Not later than January 30 of each year, the 
Secretary shall submit to the Committee on Fi-
nance of the Senate and the Committee on Ways 
and Means of the House of Representatives a re-
port containing the following information with 
respect to the trade adjustment assistance for 
farmers program under this chapter during the 
preceding fiscal year: 

(1) A list of the agricultural commodities 
covered by a certification under this chapter. 

(2) The States or regions in which agricul-
tural commodities are produced and the aggre-
gate amount of such commodities produced in 
each such State or region. 

(3) The number of petitions filed. 
(4) The number of petitions certified and de-

nied by the Secretary. 
(5) The average time for processing peti-

tions. 
(6) The number of petitions filed and agricul-

tural commodity producers approved for each 
congressional district of the United States. 

(7) Of the number of producers approved, the 
number of agricultural commodity producers 
that entered the program and received bene-
fits. 

(8) The number of agricultural commodity 
producers that completed initial technical as-
sistance. 

(9) The number of agricultural commodity 
producers that completed intensive technical 
assistance. 

(10) The number of initial business plans ap-
proved and denied by the Secretary. 

(11) The number of long-term business plans 
approved and denied by the Secretary. 

(12) The total number of agricultural com-
modity producers, by congressional district, 
receiving initial technical assistance and in-
tensive technical assistance, respectively, 
under this chapter.
