(4) enhance efforts to promote understanding 
and respect for diverse cultures and subcul-
tures in the United States and the relevance of 
those cultures to the national brand of the 
United States; and 

(5) enter into appropriate memoranda of un-
derstanding and establish public-private part-
nerships to ensure that arriving domestic 
travelers at airports and arriving inter-
national visitors at ports of entry are wel-
comed in a manner that both showcases and 
respects the diversity of Native American 
communities. 

(b) Grants 

To the extent practicable, grant programs re-
lating to travel, recreation, or tourism adminis-
tered by the Commissioner of the Administra-
tion for Native Americans, Chairman of the Na-
tional Endowment for the Arts, Chairman of the 
National Endowment for the Humanities, or the 
head of an agency with assets or resources relat-
ing to travel, recreation, or tourism promotion 
or branding enhancement for which Indian 
tribes, tribal organizations, or Native Hawaiian 
organizations are eligible may be used— 

(1) to support the efforts of Indian tribes, 
tribal organizations, and Native Hawaiian or-
ganizations to tell the story of Native Ameri-
cans as the First Peoples of the United States; 

(2) to use the arts and humanities to help re-
vitalize Native communities, promote eco-
nomic development, increase livability, and 
present the uniqueness of the United States to 
visitors in a way that celebrates the diversity 
of the United States; and 

(3) to carry out this section. 

(c) Smithsonian 

The Advisory Council and the Board of Re-
gents of the Smithsonian Institution shall work 
with Indian tribes, tribal organizations, Native 
Hawaiian organizations, and nonprofit organiza-
tions to establish long-term partnerships with 
non-Smithsonian museums and educational and 
cultural organizations— 

(1) to share collections, exhibitions, inter-
pretive materials, and educational strategies; 
and 

(2) to conduct joint research and collabo-
rative projects that would support tourism ef-
forts for Indian tribes, tribal organizations, 
and Native Hawaiian organizations and carry 
out the intent of this section.

§ 4355. Effect 

Nothing in this chapter alters, or dem-
onstrates congressional support for the alter-
ation of, the legal relationship between the 
United States and any American Indian, Alaska 
Native, or Native Hawaiian individual, group, 
organization, or entity.

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§ 5101. Allotment of land on Indian reservations 

On and after June 18, 1934, no land of any In-
dian reservation, created or set apart by treaty 
or agreement with the Indians, Act of Congress, 
Executive order, purchase, or otherwise, shall be 
allotted in severalty to any Indian.
