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or federally assisted undertaking with respect to
the lands and waters in the archeological pro-
tection sites, and the head of any Federal agen-
cy having authority to license or permit any
undertaking with respect to such lands and wa-
ters, shall prior to the approval of the expendi-
ture of any Federal funds on such undertaking,
or prior to the issuance of any license or permit,
as the case may be, afford the Secretary a rea-
sonable opportunity to comment in writing with
regard to such undertaking and its effect upon
such sites, and shall give due consideration to
any comments made by the Secretary and to the
effect of such undertaking on the purposes for
which such sites are established.

SUBCHAPTER LIX-H—KALAUPAPA
NATIONAL HISTORICAL PARK

§410jj. Establishment

In order to provide for the preservation of the
unique nationally and internationally signifi-
cant cultural, historic, educational, and scenic
resources of the Kalaupapa settlement on the is-
land of Molokai in the State of Hawaii, there is
hereby established the Kalaupapa National His-
torical Park (hereinafter referred to as the
“park”).

§ 410jj-1. Purposes

The Congress declares the following to con-
stitute the principal purposes of the park:
(1) to preserve and interpret the Kalaupapa
settlement for the education and inspiration
of present and future generations;
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(2) to provide a well-maintained community
in which the Kalaupapa leprosy patients are
guaranteed that they may remain at
Kalaupapa as long as they wish; to protect the
current lifestyle of these patients and their in-
dividual privacy; to research, preserve, and
maintain the present character of the commu-
nity; to research, preserve, and maintain im-
portant historic structures, traditional Hawai-
ian sites, cultural values, and natural fea-
tures; and to provide for limited visitation by
the general public; and

(3) to provide that the preservation and in-
terpretation of the settlement be managed and
performed by patients and Native Hawaiians
to the extent practical, and that training op-
portunities be provided such persons in man-
agement and interpretation of the settle-
ment’s cultural, historical, educational, and
scenic resources.

§ 410jj-2. Boundaries; revisions of boundary; pub-
lication in Federal Register

The boundaries of the park shall include the
lands, waters, and interests therein within the
area generally depicted on the map entitled
“Boundary Map, Kalaupapa National Historical
Park”, numbered P07-80024, and dated May 1980,
which shall be on file and available for public in-
spection in the local and Washington, District of
Columbia offices of the National Park Service,
Department of the Interior. The Secretary of
the Interior (hereinafter referred to as the ‘“Sec-
retary’”) may make minor revisions in the
boundary of the park by publication of a revised
boundary map or other description to that effect
in the Federal Register.

§ 410jj-3. Acquisition of lands and interests

(a) State- or locally-owned lands; manner of ac-
quisition

Within the boundary of the park, the Sec-
retary is authorized to acquire those lands
owned by the State of Hawaii or any political
subdivision thereof only by donation or ex-
change, and only with the consent of the owner.
Any such exchange shall be accomplished in ac-
cordance with the provisions of section 102901(b)
and (c) of title 54. Any property conveyed to the
State or a political subdivision thereof in ex-
change for property within the park which is
held in trust for the benefit of Native Hawai-
ians, as defined in the Hawaiian Homes Commis-
sion Act of 1920 shall, as a matter of Federal
law, be held by the grantee subject to an equi-
table estate of the same class and degree as en-
cumbers the property within the preserve; and
“‘available lands’ defined in section 203 of the
Hawaiian Homes Commission Act may be ex-
changed in accordance with section 204 of said
Act. The vesting of title in the United States to
property within the park shall operate to extin-
guish any such equitable estate with respect to
property acquired by exchange within the park.
The Secretary may lease from the Department
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of Hawaiian Home Lands said trust lands until
such time as said lands may be acquired by ex-
change as set forth herein or otherwise acquired.
The Secretary may enter into such a lease with-
out regard to fiscal year limitations.

(b) Privately-owned lands; manner of acquisition

The Secretary is authorized to acquire pri-
vately-owned lands within the boundary of the
park by donation, purchase with donated or ap-
propriated funds, or exchange.

(¢) Lands outside of boundary of park and other
units of National Park System within State;
manner of acquisition

The Secretary is authorized to acquire by any
of the foregoing methods except condemnation,
lands, waters, and interests therein outside the
boundary of the park and outside the boundaries
of any other unit of the National Park System
but within the State of Hawaii, and to convey
the same to the Department of Hawaiian Home
Lands in exchange for lands, waters, and inter-
ests therein within the park owned by that De-
partment. Any such exchange shall be accom-
plished in accordance with the provisions de-
fined in subsection (a) of this section.

§410jj—4. Administration
(a) Laws governing

The Secretary shall administer the park in ac-
cordance with the provisions of the Act of Au-
gust 25, 1916 (39 Stat. 535),! the Act of August 21,
1935 (49 Stat. 666),! and the provisions of this
Act.

(b) Emergency, temporary, and interim activi-
ties; cooperative agreements; expenditures;
rehabilitation projects

(1) With the approval of the owner thereof, the
Secretary may undertake critical or emergency

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stabilization of utilities and historic structures,
develop and occupy temporary office space, and
conduct interim interpretive and visitor services
on non-Federal property within the park.

(2) The Secretary shall seek and may enter
into cooperative agreements with the owner or
owners of property within the park pursuant to
which the Secretary may preserve, protect,
maintain, construct, reconstruct, develop, im-
prove, and interpret sites, facilities, and re-
sources of historic, natural, architectural, and
cultural significance. Such agreements shall be
of not less than twenty years duration, may be
extended and amended by mutual agreement,
and shall include, without limitation, provisions
that the Secretary shall have the right of access
at reasonable times to public portions of the
property for interpretive and other purposes,
and that no changes or alterations shall be made
in the property except by mutual agreement.
Each such agreement shall also provide that the
owner shall be liable to the United States in an
amount equal to the fair market value of any
capital improvements made to or placed upon
the property in the event the agreement is ter-
minated prior to its natural expiration, or any
extension thereof, by the owner, such value to
be determined as of the date of such termi-
nation, or, at the election of the Secretary, that
the Secretary be permitted to remove such cap-
ital improvements within a reasonable time of
such termination. Upon the expiration of such
agreement, the improvements thereon shall be-
come the property of the owner, unless the
United States desires to remove such capital im-
provements and restore the property to its natu-
ral state within a reasonable time for such expi-
ration.

(3) Except for emergency, temporary, and in-
terim activities as authorized in paragraph (1) of
this subsection, no funds appropriated pursuant
to this Act shall be expended on non-Federal
property unless such expenditure is pursuant to
a cooperative agreement with the owner.

(4) The Secretary may stabilize and rehabili-
tate structures and other properties used for re-
ligious or sectarian purposes only if such prop-
erties constitute a substantial and integral part
of the historical fabric of the Kalaupapa settle-
ment, and only to the extent necessary and ap-
propriate to interpret adequately the nationally
significant historical features and events of the
settlement for the benefit of the public.
