§ 410jjj–2. Administration 

(a) In general 

The Secretary shall administer property ac-
quired for the park in accordance with the Act 
of August 25, 1916 (39 Stat. 535),1 as amended and 
supplemented, and the provisions of this sub-
chapter. 

(b) Sport fishing 

The Secretary shall permit sport fishing on 
lands and waters under his jurisdiction within 
the park in accordance with applicable Federal 
and State laws, except that he may designate 
zones where and establish periods when no fish-
ing shall be permitted for reasons of public safe-
ty, administration, fish or wildlife management, 
or public use and enjoyment. Except in emer-
gencies, any regulations promulgated under this 
subsection shall be placed in effect only after 
consultation with the appropriate fish and game 
agency of the State of South Carolina. 

(c) Visitor center 

At such time as the principal visitor center at 
such park is established, such center shall be 
designated as the ‘‘Harry R. E. Hampton Visitor 
Center’’.

Within three years from the effective date of 
this subchapter, the Secretary shall review the 
area within the park and shall report to the 
President, in accordance with subsections 1132(c) 
and (d) of this title, his recommendation as to 
the suitability or nonsuitability of any area 
within the park for preservation as wilderness, 
and any designation of any such area as wilder-
ness shall be accomplished in accordance with 
said subsections.

§ 410jjj–4. Authorization of appropriations; gen-
eral management plan 

(a) In general 

The Secretary may not expend more than 
$60,500,000 from the Land and Water Conserva-
tion Fund for land acquisition nor more than 
$2,000,000 for the development of essential facili-
ties. The Secretary may expend such additional 
sums as are necessary from the Land and Water 
Conservation Fund for acquisition of lands de-
scribed in section 410jjj(b) of this title. 

(b) General management plan 

Within three years from the effective date of 
this subchapter the Secretary shall, after con-
sulting with the Governor of the State of South 
Carolina, develop and transmit to the Commit-
tees on Interior and Insular Affairs of the United 
States Congress a general management plan for 
the use and development of the park consistent 
with the purposes of this subchapter, indicating: 

(1) the lands and interests in lands adjacent 
or related to the park which are deemed nec-
essary or desirable for the purposes of resource 
protection, scenic integrity, or management 
and administration of the area in furtherance 
of the purposes of this subchapter, and the es-
timated cost thereof; 

(2) the number of visitors and types of public 
use within the park which can be accommo-
dated in accordance with the protection of its 
resources; 

(3) the location and estimated cost of facili-
ties deemed necessary to accommodate such 
visitors and uses. 
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
