§ 3638. General standard 

All actions taken under sections 3632(g),1 3633, 
3635, and 3636 of this title shall— 

(a) take into account the best scientific in-
formation available; 

(b) result in measures necessary and appro-
priate for the conservation, management, uti-
lization and development of the Pacific salm-
on resource, with due consideration of social 
and economic concerns; and 

(c) be consistent with United States obliga-
tions under the Treaty, domestic Indian trea-
ties and other applicable law.

§ 3639. Advisory committee 

(a) Appointment; membership 

The United States Section shall appoint an ad-
visory committee of not less than twelve but 
not more than twenty members who are knowl-
edgeable and experienced with respect to fish-
eries subject to the Treaty. One-half the mem-
bership of the committee shall be residents of 
the State of Alaska and one member shall be a 
resident of the State of Idaho. Each member 
shall serve a term of two years and shall be eli-
gible for reappointment. 

(b) Functions 

Members of the advisory committee may at-
tend all public meetings of the Commission and 
Panels and all nonexecutive sessions of the 
United States Section and United States Panel 
sections. At nonexecutive meetings of the 
United States Section and United States Panel 
sections, members of the advisory committee 
shall be given the opportunity to examine and 
to be heard on any nonadministrative matter 
under consideration. 

(c) Compensation 

The members of the advisory committee shall 
receive no compensation for their services as 
such members. 

(d) Meetings 

The Chairman of the United States Section 
shall call a meeting of the advisory committee 
at least one time each year.

TERMINATION OF ADVISORY COMMITTEES 

Advisory committees established after Jan. 5, 1973, to 
terminate not later than the expiration of the 2-year 
period beginning on the date of their establishment, 
unless, in the case of a committee established by the 
President or an officer of the Federal Government, such 
committee is renewed by appropriate action prior to 
the expiration of such 2-year period, or in the case of 
a committee established by the Congress, its duration 
is otherwise provided by law. See section 14 of Pub. L. 

776, set out in the Appendix 
to Title 5, Government Organization and Employees. 

§ 3640. Administrative matters 

(a) Compensation of Commissioners and Alter-
nate Commissioners 

Commissioners and Alternate Commissioners 
who are not State or Federal employees shall re-
ceive compensation at the daily rate of GS–18 of 
the General Schedule when engaged in the ac-
tual performance of duties for the United States 
Section or for the Commission. 

(b) Compensation of Panel Members and Alter-
nate Panel Members 

Panel Members and Alternate Panel Members 
who are not State or Federal employees shall re-
ceive compensation at the daily rate of GS–16 of 
the General Schedule when engaged in the ac-
tual performance of duties for the United States 
Section or for the Commission. 

(c) Travel; other expenses 

Travel and other necessary expenses shall be 
paid for all United States Commissioners, Alter-
nate Commissioners, Panel Members, Alternate 
Panel Members, members of the Joint Technical 
Committee, and members of the Advisory Com-
mittee when engaged in the actual performance 
of duties for the United States Section or for the 
Commission. 

(d) Individuals not considered Federal employ-
ees 

Except for officials of the United States Gov-
ernment, such individuals shall not be consid-
ered to be Federal employees while engaged in 
the actual performance of duties for the United 
States Section or for the Commission, except for 
the purposes of injury compensation or tort 
claims liability as provided in chapter 81 of title 
5 and chapter 71 1 of title 28.
