‘‘It is the purpose of this title to establish an under-
graduate grant program for students of limited finan-
cial means from the United States to enable such stu-
dents to study abroad. Such foreign study is intended 
to broaden the outlook and better prepare such stu-
dents of demonstrated financial need to assume signifi-
cant roles in the increasingly global economy. 

‘‘SEC. 303. ESTABLISHMENT OF GRANT PROGRAM 
FOR FOREIGN STUDY BY AMERICAN COLLEGE 
STUDENTS OF LIMITED FINANCIAL MEANS. 

‘‘[Enacted this section.] 

‘‘SEC. 304. REPORT TO CONGRESS. 

‘‘The Secretary of State shall report annually to the 
Congress concerning the grant program established 
under this title. Each such report shall include the fol-
lowing information for the preceding year: 

‘‘(1) The number of participants. 
‘‘(2) The institutions of higher education in the 

United States that participants attended. 
‘‘(3) The institutions of higher education outside 

the United States participants attended during their 
study abroad. 

‘‘(4) The areas of study of participants. 

‘‘SEC. 305. AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS. 

‘‘There are authorized to be appropriated $1,500,000 
for each fiscal year to carry out this title. 

‘‘SEC. 306. EFFECTIVE DATE. 

‘‘This title shall take effect October 1, 2000.’’ 

§ 2463. Allocation of funds transferred to the Bu-
reau of Educational and Cultural Affairs 

Of each amount transferred to the Bureau of 
Educational and Cultural Affairs out of appro-
priations other than appropriations under the 
heading ‘‘Educational and Cultural Exchange 
Programs’’ for support of an educational or cul-
tural exchange program, notwithstanding any 
other provision of law, not more than 7.5 percent 
shall be made available to cover administrative 
expenses incurred in connection with support of 
the program. Amounts made available to cover 
administrative expenses shall be credited to the 
appropriations under the heading ‘‘Educational 
and Cultural Exchange Programs’’ and shall re-
main available until expended.

§ 2464. Ethical issues in international health re-
search 

(a) In general 

The Secretary shall make available funds for 
international exchanges to provide opportuni-
ties to researchers in developing countries to 

participate in activities related to ethical issues 
in human subject research, as described in sub-
section (c). 

(b) Coordination with other programs 

The Secretary shall coordinate programs con-
ducted pursuant to this section with similar pro-
grams that may be conducted by the United 
States Agency for International Development 
and other Federal agencies as part of United 
States international health programs, particu-
larly with respect to research and treatment of 
infectious diseases. 

(c) Ethical issues in human subject research 

For purposes of subsection (a), the phrase ‘‘ac-
tivities related to ethical issues in human sub-
ject research’’ includes courses of study, con-
ferences, and fora on development of and compli-
ance with international ethical standards for 
clinical trials involving human subjects, par-
ticularly with respect to responsibilities of re-
searchers to individuals and local communities 
participating in such trials, and on management 
and monitoring of such trials based on such 
international ethical standards.

§ 2501. Congressional declaration of purpose 

(a) The Congress of the United States declares 
that it is the policy of the United States and the 
purpose of this chapter to promote world peace 
and friendship through a Peace Corps, which 
shall make available to interested countries and 
areas men and women of the United States 
qualified for service abroad and willing to serve, 
under conditions of hardship if necessary, to 
help the peoples of such countries and areas in 
meeting their needs for trained manpower, par-
ticularly in meeting the basic needs of those liv-
ing in the poorest areas of such countries, and to 
help promote a better understanding of the 
American people on the part of the peoples 
served and a better understanding of other peo-
ples on the part of the American people. 

(b) The Congress declares that it is the policy 
of the United States and a purpose of the Peace 
Corps to maintain, to the maximum extent ap-
propriate and consistent with programmatic and 
fiscal considerations, a volunteer corps of at 
least 10,000 individuals.
