§ 6103. Separation of Government personnel dur-
ing fellowships 

(a) Separation 

Under such terms and conditions as the agen-
cy head may direct, any agency of the United 
States Government may separate from Govern-
ment service for a specified period any officer or 
employee of that agency who accepts a fellow-
ship under the program established by this chap-
ter and is not detailed under section 6104 of this 
title. 

(b) Reemployment 

Any fellow who is not a detailee, at the end of 
the fellowship, is entitled to be reemployed in 
the same manner as if covered by section 3582 of 
title 5. 

(c) Rights and benefits 

Notwithstanding section 8347(o), 8713, or 8914 of 
title 5 and in accordance with regulations of the 
Office of Personnel Management, an employee, 
while serving as a fellow who is not a detailee, 
is entitled to the same rights and benefits as if 
covered by section 3582 of title 5. The Center 
shall reimburse the employing agency for any 
costs incurred under section 3582 of title 5. 

(d) Compliance with Budget Act 

Funds are available under this section to the 
extent and in the amounts provided in appro-
priation Acts.

§ 6104. Mansfield Fellows on detail from Govern-
ment service 

(a) In general 

(1) An agency head may detail, for a period of 
not more than 2 years, an employee of the agen-
cy who has been awarded a Mansfield Fellow-
ship, to the Center. 

(2) Each fellow who is detailed under this sec-
tion shall enter into a written agreement with 
the Federal Government before receiving a fel-
lowship that the fellow will— 

(A) continue in the service of the fellow’s 
agency at the end of the fellowship for a pe-
riod of at least 2 years unless the fellow is in-
voluntarily separated from the service of such 
agency; and 

(B) pay to the United States Information 
Agency any additional expenses incurred by 
the Federal Government in connection with 
the fellowship if the fellow is voluntarily sepa-
rated from service with the fellow’s agency be-
fore the end of the period for which the fellow 
has agreed to continue in the service of such 
agency. 

(3) The payment agreed to under paragraph 
(2)(B) may not be required of a fellow who leaves 
the service of such agency to enter into the 
service of another agency in any branch of the 
United States Government unless the head of 
the agency that authorized the fellowship noti-
fies the employee before the effective date of 
entry into the service of the other agency that 
payment will be required under this section. 

(b) Status as Government employee 

A fellow detailed under subsection (a) is 
deemed, for the purpose of preserving allow-
ances, privileges, rights, seniority, and other 
benefits, an employee of the agency from which 
detailed, and is entitled to pay, allowances, and 
benefits from funds available to that agency. 
The authorization and payment of such allow-
ances and other benefits from appropriations 
available therefore 1 is deemed to comply with 
section 5536 of title 5. 

(c) Reimbursement 

Fellows may be detailed under subsection (a) 
without reimbursement to the United States by 
the Center. 

(d) Allowances and benefits 

A fellow detailed under subsection (a) may be 
paid by the Center for allowances and benefits 
listed in section 6102(4)(B) of this title.

If any fellow fails to fulfill the fellow’s agree-
ment to pay the United States Information 
Agency for the expenses incurred by the United 
States Information Agency in connection with 
the fellowship, a sum equal to the amount of the 
expenses of the fellowship shall be recoverable 
by the United States Information Agency from 
the fellow (or a legal representative) by— 

(1) setoff against accrued pay, compensation, 
amount of retirement credit, or other amount 
due the fellow from the Federal Government;

§ 6201. Congressional findings and declaration of 
purposes 

The Congress makes the following findings 
and declarations: 

(1) It is the policy of the United States to 
promote the right of freedom of opinion and 
expression, including the freedom ‘‘to seek, re-
ceive, and impart information and ideas 
through any media and regardless of fron-

tiers,’’ in accordance with Article 19 of the 
Universal Declaration of Human Rights. 

(2) Open communication of information and 
ideas among the peoples of the world contrib-
utes to international peace and stability and 
the promotion of such communication is in 
the interests of the United States. 

(3) It is in the interest of the United States 
to support broadcasting to other nations con-
sistent with the requirements of this chapter. 

(4) The continuation of existing United 
States international broadcasting, and the 
creation of a new broadcasting service to the 
people of the People’s Republic of China and 
other countries of Asia which lack adequate 
sources of free information, would enhance the 
promotion of information and ideas, while ad-
vancing the goals of United States foreign pol-
icy. 

(5) The reorganization and consolidation of 
United States international broadcasting will 
achieve important economies and strengthen 
the capability of the United States to use 
broadcasting to support freedom and democ-
racy in a rapidly changing international envi-
ronment.

§ 6202. Standards and principles 

(a) Broadcasting standards 

United States international broadcasting

(1) be consistent with the broad foreign pol-
icy objectives of the United States;
