§7002. United States-China Economic and Secu-
rity Review Commission

(a) Purposes

The purposes of this section are as follows:

(1) To establish the United States-China
Economic and Security Review Commission to
review the national security implications of
trade and economic ties between the United
States and the People’s Republic of China.

(2) To facilitate the assumption by the
United States-China Economic and Security
Review Commission of its duties regarding the
review referred to in paragraph (1) by provid-
ing for the transfer to that Commission of
staff, materials, and infrastructure (including
leased premises) of the Trade Deficit Review
Commission that are appropriate for the re-
view upon the submittal of the final report of
the Trade Deficit Review Commission.

(b) Establishment of United States-China Eco-
nomic and Security Review Commission

(1) In general

There is hereby established a commission to
be known as the United States-China Eco-
nomic and Security Review Commission (in
this section referred to as the ‘“‘Commission’’).

(2) Purpose

The purpose of the Commission is to mon-
itor, investigate, and report to Congress on
the national security implications of the bilat-
eral trade and economic relationship between
the United States and the People’s Republic of
China.

(3) Membership

The Commission shall be composed of 12
members, who shall be appointed in the same
manner provided for the appointment of mem-
bers of the Trade Deficit Review Commission
under section 127(c)(3) of the Trade Deficit Re-
view Commission Act (19 U.S.C. 2213 note), ex-
cept that—

(A) appointment of members by the Speak-
er of the House of Representatives shall be
made after consultation with the chairman
of the Committee on Armed Services of the
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House of Representatives, in addition to con-
sultation with the chairman of the Commit-
tee on Ways and Means of the House of Rep-
resentatives provided for under clause (iii) of
subparagraph (A) of that section;

(B) appointment of members by the Presi-
dent pro tempore of the Senate upon the rec-
ommendation of the majority leader of the
Senate shall be made after consultation with
the chairman of the Committee on Armed
Services of the Senate, in addition to con-
sultation with the chairman of the Commit-
tee on Finance of the Senate provided for
under clause (i) of that subparagraph;

(C) appointment of members by the Presi-
dent pro tempore of the Senate upon the rec-
ommendation of the minority leader of the
Senate shall be made after consultation with
the ranking minority member of the Com-
mittee on Armed Services of the Senate, in
addition to consultation with the ranking
minority member of the Committee on Fi-
nance of the Senate provided for under
clause (ii) of that subparagraph;

(D) appointment of members by the minor-
ity leader of the House of Representatives
shall be made after consultation with the
ranking minority member of the Committee
on Armed Services of the House of Rep-
resentatives, in addition to consultation
with the ranking minority member of the
Committee on Ways and Means of the House
of Representatives provided for under clause
(iv) of that subparagraph;

(E) persons appointed to the Commission
shall have expertise in national security
matters and United States-China relations,
in addition to the expertise provided for
under subparagraph (B)(i)(I) of that section;

(F) each appointing authority referred to
under subparagraphs (A) through (D) of this
paragraph shall—

(i) appoint 3 members to the Commis-
sion;
(ii) make the appointments on a stag-
gered term basis, such that—
(I) 1 appointment shall be for a term
expiring on December 31, 2003;
(IT) 1 appointment shall be for a term
expiring on December 31, 2004; and
(ITII) 1 appointment shall be for a term
expiring on December 31, 2005;

(iii) make all subsequent appointments
on an approximate 2-year term basis to ex-
pire on December 31 of the applicable year;
and

(iv) make appointments not later than 30
days after the date on which each new
Congress convenes;

(G) members of the Commission may be re-
appointed for additional terms of service as
members of the Commission; and

(H) members of the Trade Deficit Review
Commission as of October 30, 2000, shall
serve as members of the Commission until
such time as members are first appointed to
the Commission under this paragraph.

(4) Retention of support

The Commission shall retain and make use
of such staff, materials, and infrastructure (in-
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cluding leased premises) of the Trade Deficit
Review Commission as the Commission deter-
mines, in the judgment of the members of the
Commission, are required to facilitate the
ready commencement of activities of the Com-
mission under subsection (¢) or to carry out
such activities after the commencement of
such activities.

(5) Chairman and Vice Chairman
The members of the Commission shall select
a Chairman and Vice Chairman of the Com-
mission from among the members of the Com-
mission.
(6) Meetings
(A) Meetings
The Commission shall meet at the call of
the Chairman of the Commission.
(B) Quorum
A majority of the members of the Commis-
sion shall constitute a quorum for the trans-
action of business of the Commission.
(7) Voting

Each member of the Commission shall be en-
titled to one vote, which shall be equal to the
vote of every other member of the Commis-
sion.

(¢) Duties

(1) Annual report

Not later than December 1 each year (begin-
ning in 2002), the Commission shall submit to
Congress a report, in both unclassified and
classified form, regarding the national secu-
rity implications and impact of the bilateral
trade and economic relationship between the
United States and the People’s Republic of
China. The report shall include a full analysis,
along with conclusions and recommendations
for legislative and administrative actions, if
any, of the national security implications for
the United States of the trade and current bal-
ances with the People’s Republic of China in
goods and services, financial transactions, and
technology transfers. The Commission shall
also take into account patterns of trade and
transfers through third countries to the extent
practicable.

(2) Contents of report

Each report under paragraph (1) shall in-
clude, at a minimum, a full discussion of the
following:

(A) The role of the People’s Republic of
China in the proliferation of weapons of
mass destruction and other weapon systems
(including systems and technologies of a
dual use nature), including actions the
United States might take to encourage the
People’s Republic of China to cease such
practices.

(B) The qualitative and quantitative na-
ture of the transfer of United States produc-
tion activities to the People’s Republic of
China, including the relocation of manufac-
turing, advanced technology and intellectual
property, and research and development fa-
cilities, the impact of such transfers on the
national security of the United States (in-
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cluding the dependence of the national secu-
rity industrial base of the United States on
imports from China), the economic security
of the United States, and employment in the
United States, and the adequacy of United
States export control laws in relation to the
People’s Republic of China.

(C) The effects of the need for energy and
natural resources in the People’s Republic of
China on the foreign and military policies of
the People’s Republic of China, the impact
of the large and growing economy of the
People’s Republic of China on world energy
and natural resource supplies, prices, and
the environment, and the role the United
States can play (including through joint re-
search and development efforts and techno-
logical assistance) in influencing the energy
and natural resource policies of the People’s
Republic of China.

(D) Foreign investment by the TUnited
States in the People’s Republic of China and
by the People’s Republic of China in the
United States, including an assessment of its
economic and security implications, the
challenges to market access confronting po-
tential United States investment in the Peo-
ple’s Republic of China, and foreign activi-
ties by financial institutions in the People’s
Republic of China.

(E) The military plans, strategy and doc-
trine of the People’s Republic of China, the
structure and organization of the People’s
Republic of China military, the decision-
making process of the People’s Republic of
China military, the interaction between the
civilian and military leadership in the Peo-
ple’s Republic of China, the development and
promotion process for leaders in the People’s
Republic of China military, deployments of
the People’s Republic of China military, re-
sources available to the People’s Republic of
China military (including the development
and execution of budgets and the allocation
of funds), force modernization objectives and
trends for the People’s Republic of China
military, and the implications of such objec-
tives and trends for the national security of
the United States.

(F) The strategic economic and security
implications of the cyber capabilities and
operations of the People’s Republic of China.

(G) The national budget, fiscal policy,
monetary policy, capital controls, and cur-
rency management practices of the People’s
Republic of China, their impact on internal
stability in the People’s Republic of China,
and their implications for the United States.

(H) The drivers, nature, and implications
of the growing economic, technological, po-
litical, cultural, people-to-people, and secu-
rity relations of the People’s Republic of
China’s with other countries, regions, and
international and regional entities (includ-
ing multilateral organizations), including
the relationship among the United States,
Taiwan, and the People’s Republic of China.

(I) The compliance of the People’s Repub-
lic of China with its commitments to the
World Trade Organization, other multi-
lateral commitments, bilateral agreements
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signed with the United States, commitments
made to bilateral science and technology
programs, and any other commitments and
agreements strategic to the United States
(including agreements on intellectual prop-
erty rights and prison labor imports), and
United States enforcement policies with re-
spect to such agreements.

(J) The implications of restrictions on
speech and access to information in the Peo-
ple’s Republic of China for its relations with
the United States in economic and security
policy, as well as any potential impact of
media control by the People’s Republic of
China on United States economic interests.

(K) The safety of food, drug, and other
products imported from China, the measures
used by the People’s Republic of China Gov-
ernment and the United States Government
to monitor and enforce product safety, and
the role the United States can play (includ-
ing through technical assistance) to improve
product safety in the People’s Republic of
China.

(3) Recommendations of report

Each report under paragraph (1) shall also
include recommendations for action by Con-
gress or the President, or both, including spe-
cific recommendations for the United States
to invoke Article XXI (relating to security ex-
ceptions) of the General Agreement on Tariffs
and Trade 1994 with respect to the People’s Re-
public of China, as a result of any adverse im-
pact on the national security interests of the
United States.

(d) Hearings
(1) In general

The Commission or, at its direction, any
panel or member of the Commission, may for
the purpose of carrying out the provisions of
this section, hold hearings, sit and act at
times and places, take testimony, receive evi-
dence, and administer oaths to the extent that
the Commission or any panel or member con-
siders advisable.

(2) Information

The Commission may secure directly from
the Department of Defense, the Central Intel-
ligence Agency, and any other Federal depart-
ment or agency information that the Commis-
sion considers necessary to enable the Com-
mission to carry out its duties under this sec-
tion, except the provision of intelligence infor-
mation to the Commission shall be made with
due regard for the protection from unauthor-
ized disclosure of classified information relat-
ing to sensitive intelligence sources and meth-
ods or other exceptionally sensitive matters,
under procedures approved by the Director of
Central Intelligence.

(3) Security

The Office of Senate Security shall—

(A) provide classified storage and meeting
and hearing spaces, when necessary, for the
Commission; and

(B) assist members and staff of the Com-
mission in obtaining security clearances.
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(4) Security clearances

All members of the Commission and appro-
priate staff shall be sworn and hold appro-
priate security clearances.

(e) Commission personnel matters

(1) Compensation of members

Members of the Commission shall be com-
pensated in the same manner provided for the
compensation of members of the Trade Deficit
Review Commission under section 127(g)(1) and
section 127(g)(6) of the Trade Deficit Review
Commission Act (19 U.S.C. 2213 note).

(2) Travel expenses

Travel expenses of the Commission shall be
allowed in the same manner provided for the
allowance of the travel expenses of the Trade
Deficit Review Commission under section
127(2)(2) of the Trade Deficit Review Commis-
sion Act.

(3) Staff

An executive director and other additional
personnel for the Commission shall be ap-
pointed, compensated, and terminated in the
same manner provided for the appointment,
compensation, and termination of the execu-
tive director and other personnel of the Trade
Deficit Review Commission under section
127(g)(3) and section 127(g)(6) of the Trade Defi-
cit Review Commission Act. The executive di-
rector and any personnel who are employees of
the United States-China Economic and Secu-
rity Review Commission shall be employees
under section 2105 of title 5 for purposes of
chapters 63, 81, 83, 84, 85, 87, 89, and 90 of that
title.

(4) Detail of government employees

Federal Government employees may be de-
tailed to the Commission in the same manner
provided for the detail of Federal Government
employees to the Trade Deficit Review Com-
mission under section 127(g)(4) of the Trade
Deficit Review Commission Act.

(5) Foreign travel for official purposes

Foreign travel for official purposes by mem-
bers and staff of the Commission may be au-
thorized by either the Chairman or the Vice
Chairman of the Commission.

(6) Procurement of temporary and intermittent
services

The Chairman of the Commission may pro-
cure temporary and intermittent services for
the Commission in the same manner provided
for the procurement of temporary and inter-
mittent services for the Trade Deficit Review
Commission under section 127(g)(6) of the
Trade Deficit Review Commission Act.

(f) Authorization of appropriations

(1) In general

There is authorized to be appropriated to the
Commission for fiscal year 2001, and for each
fiscal year thereafter, such sums as may be
necessary to enable the Commission to carry
out its functions under this section.

(2) Availability

Amounts appropriated to the Commission
shall remain available until expended.

‘“(I) MEDIA CONTROL.—The Commission shall evalu-
ate Chinese government efforts to influence and con-
trol perceptions of the United States and its policies
through the internet, the Chinese print and elec-
tronic media, and Chinese internal propaganda.’’

institution of slavery continues throughout
the world. Trafficking in persons is a modern
form of slavery, and it is the largest mani-
festation of slavery today. At least 700,000 per-
sons annually, primarily women and children,
are trafficked within or across international
borders. Approximately 50,000 women and chil-
dren are trafficked into the United States
each year.

(2) Many of these persons are trafficked into
the international sex trade, often by force,
fraud, or coercion. The sex industry has rap-
idly expanded over the past several decades. It
involves sexual exploitation of persons, pre-
dominantly women and girls, involving activi-
ties related to prostitution, pornography, sex
tourism, and other commercial sexual serv-
ices. The low status of women in many parts
of the world has contributed to a burgeoning
of the trafficking industry.

(3) Trafficking in persons is not limited to
the sex industry. This growing transnational
crime also includes forced labor and involves
significant violations of labor, public health,
and human rights standards worldwide.
