(b) POLITICAL ACTIVITIES.—The corporation or
a director or officer as such may not contribute
to, support, or participate in any political activ-
ity or in any manner attempt to influence legis-
lation.

(c) DISTRIBUTION OF INCOME OR ASSETS.—The
income or assets of the corporation may not
inure to the benefit of, or be distributed to, a di-
rector, officer, or member during the life of the
charter granted by this chapter. This subsection
does not prevent the payment of reasonable
compensation to an officer or reimbursement for
actual necessary expenses in amounts approved
by the board of directors.

(d) LOANS.—The corporation may not make a
loan to a director, officer, or employee.

(e) CLAIM OF GOVERNMENTAL APPROVAL OR AU-
THORIZATION.—The corporation may not claim
congressional approval or the authority of the
United States Government for any of its activi-
ties.

§152909. Duty to maintain corporate and tax-ex-
empt status

(a) CORPORATE STATUS.—The corporation shall
maintain its status as a corporation incor-
porated under the laws of each State in which it
is incorporated.

(b) TAX-EXEMPT STATUS.—The corporation
shall maintain its status as an organization ex-
empt from taxation under the Internal Revenue
Code of 1986 (26 U.S.C. 1 et seq.).

§152910. Records and inspection

(a) RECORDS.—The corporation shall keep—

(1) correct and complete records of account;

(2) minutes of the proceedings of its mem-
bers, board of directors, and committees hav-
ing any of the authority of its board of direc-
tors; and

(3) at its principal office, a record of the
names and addresses of its members entitled
to vote.

(b) INSPECTION.—A member entitled to vote, or
an agent or attorney of the member, may in-

spect the records of the corporation for any
proper purpose, at any reasonable time.
