§153713. Distribution of assets on dissolution or
final liquidation

On dissolution or final liquidation of the cor-
poration, its assets shall be distributed as fol-
lows:

(1) All liabilities shall be paid and dis-
charged, or adequate provision for payment
and discharge shall be made.

(2) Assets held on condition requiring return
or transfer on dissolution of the corporation
shall be returned or transferred as required by
the condition.

(3) Assets received and held subject to a lim-
itation permitting use only for charitable, re-
ligious, benevolent, educational, or similar
purposes, but not held on a condition requiring
return or transfer on dissolution of the cor-
poration, shall be transferred to one or more
appropriate domestic or foreign corporations,
societies, or organizations under a plan of dis-
tribution adopted as provided in this chapter.

(4) Other assets shall be distributed as pro-
vided by the articles of incorporation or by-
laws to the extent that the articles or bylaws
provide the distributive rights of members, or
any class of members, or provide for distribu-
tion to others.

(5) Any remaining assets may be distributed
to persons, societies, organizations, or domes-
tic or foreign corporations engaged in activi-
ties not for profit, as provided in a plan of dis-
tribution adopted by the council of adminis-
tration of the corporation and in compliance
with the constitution and bylaws of the cor-
poration.
