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chase or other agreement, the ownership or
use of, or if unable to do so, construct such
transmission lines as may be necessary to
make the power and energy generated at the
project available in wholesale quantities for
sale on fair and reasonable terms and condi-
tions to privately owned companies, to the
preference customers enumerated in para-
graph (1) of this subsection, and to the neigh-
boring States in accordance with paragraph (2)
of this subsection.

(6) In the event project power is sold to any
purchaser for resale, contracts for such sale
shall include adequate provisions for estab-
lishing resale rates, to be approved by the li-
censee, consistent with paragraphs (1) and (3)
of this subsection.

(6) The licensee, in cooperation with the ap-
propriate agency of the State of New York
which is concerned with the development of
parks in such State, may construct a scenic
drive and park on the American side of the Ni-
agara River, near the Niagara Falls, pursuant
to a plan the general outlines of which shall be
approved by the Federal Energy Regulatory
Commission; and the cost of such drive and
park shall be considered a part of the cost of
the power project and part of the licensee’s
net investment in said project: Provided, That
the maximum part of the cost of such drive
and park to be borne by the power project and
to be considered a part of the licensee’s net in-
vestment shall not exceed $15,000,000.

(7) The licensee shall pay to the United
States and include in its net investment in the
project herein authorized the United States
share of the cost of the construction of the re-
medial works, including engineering and eco-
nomic investigations, undertaken in accord-
ance with article II of the treaty between the
United States of America and Canada con-
cerning uses of the waters of the Niagara
River signed February 27, 1950, whenever such
remedial works are constructed.

§ 837. Definitions
