§582. Puerto Rico; application of forest protec-
tion laws

The provisions of sections 515, 564, 565,1 and 569
of this title are extended to the Territory of
Puerto Rico, and the Secretary of Agriculture is
authorized to cooperate with the appropriate of-
ficials of Puerto Rico on the same terms and
conditions as with the States: Provided, That not
to exceed fifty thousand acres of land may be ac-
quired in Puerto Rico under section 515 of this
title.

SUBCHAPTER III—RESEARCH PROGRAMS
§ 582a. Congressional findings

It is recognized that research in forestry is the
driving force behind progress in developing and
utilizing the resources of the Nation’s forest and
related rangelands. The production, protection,
and utilization of the forest resources depend on
strong technological advances and continuing
development of the knowledge necessary to in-
crease the efficiency of forestry practices and to
extend the benefits that flow from forest and re-
lated rangelands. It is recognized that the total
forestry research efforts of the several State col-
leges and universities and of the Federal Gov-
ernment are more fully effective if there is close
coordination between such programs, and it is
further recognized that forestry schools are es-
pecially vital in the training of research work-
ers in forestry. It is also recognized that the pro-
visions of this subchapter are essential to assist
in providing the research background that
undergirds the Forest and Rangeland Renewable
Resources Planning Act of 1974 [16 U.S.C. 1600 et
seq.], the Renewable Resources Extension Act of
1978,1 and the Soil and Water Resources Con-
servation Act of 1977 [16 U.S.C. 2001 et seq.].

§ 582a-1. Cooperation by Secretary of Agriculture
with States; assistance: plans, eligible institu-
tions and amount

In order to promote research in forestry, the
Secretary of Agriculture is authorized to co-
operate with the several States for the purpose
of encouraging and assisting them in carrying
out programs of forestry research.

Such assistance shall be in accordance with
plans to be agreed upon in advance by the Sec-
retary and (a) land-grant colleges or agricul-
tural experiment stations established under the
Morrill Act of July 2, 1862, as amended [7 U.S.C.
301 et seq.], and the Hatch Act of March 2, 1887,
as amended [7 U.S.C. 36la et seq.], 1890 Institu-
tions (as defined in section 7601 of title 7), and
1994 Institutions (as defined in section 532 of the
Equity in Educational Land-Grant Status Act of
1994 (7 U.S.C. 301 note; Public Law 103-382)) that
offer an associate’s degree or a baccalaureate de-
gree in forestry, and (b) other State-supported
colleges and universities offering graduate
training in the sciences basic to forestry and
having a forestry school; however, an appro-
priate State representative designated by the
State’s Governor shall, in any agreement drawn
up with the Secretary of Agriculture for the pur-
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poses of this subchapter, certify those eligible
institutions of the State which will qualify for
assistance and shall determine the propor-
tionate amounts of assistance to be extended
these certified institutions. If more than one in-
stitution within a State are certified as quali-
fying for assistance, then it shall be the respon-
sibility of such institutions, in agreement with
the Secretary, to develop complementary pro-
grams of forestry research for the State.

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§ 582a-2. Authorization of appropriations; other
allotments and grants

To enable the Secretary to carry out the pro-
visions of this subchapter there are authorized
to be appropriated such sums as the Congress
may from time to time determine to be nec-
essary but not exceeding in any one fiscal year
one-half the amount appropriated for Federal
forestry research conducted directly by the De-
partment of Agriculture for the fiscal year pre-
ceding the year in which the budget is presented
for such appropriation. Funds appropriated and
made available to the States under this sub-
chapter shall be in addition to allotments or
grants that may be made under other authoriza-
tions.

§582a-3. Matching funds; reapportionment to
other qualifying institutions; reductions

The amount paid by the Federal Government
to any State-certified institutions eligible for
assistance under this subchapter shall not ex-
ceed during any fiscal year the amount available
to and budgeted for expenditure by such college
or university during the same fiscal year for for-
estry research from non-Federal sources, except
that for the fiscal years ending June 30, 1971, and
June 30, 1972, the matching funds requirement
hereof shall not be applicable to the Virgin Is-
lands and Guam, and sums authorized for such
years for the Virgin Islands and Guam may be
used to pay the total cost of programs for for-
estry research. The Secretary is authorized to
make such expenditures on the certificate of the
appropriate official of the college or university
having charge of the forestry research for which
the expenditures as herein provided are to be
made. If any or all of the colleges or universities
certified for receipt of funds under this sub-
chapter fails to make available and budget for
expenditure for forestry research in any fiscal
yvear sums at least as much as the amount for
which it would be eligible for such year under
this subchapter, the difference between the Fed-
eral funds available and the funds made avail-
able and budgeted for expenditure by the college
or university shall be reapportioned by the Sec-
retary to other eligible colleges or universities
of the same State if there be any which qualify
therefor and, if there be none, the Secretary
shall reapportion such differences to the quali-
fying colleges and universities of other States
participating in the forestry research program.
If in any year the amount made available by a
State from its own funds (including any rev-
enue-sharing funds) to a State-certified institu-
tion eligible for assistance under this sub-
chapter is reduced because of an increase in the
allotment made available under this subchapter,
the allotment of such State-certified institution
from the next succeeding appropriation shall be
reduced in an equivalent amount. The Secretary
shall reapportion the amount of such reduction
to other eligible colleges and universities of the
same State if there be any that qualify therefor
and, if there be none, the Secretary shall re-
apportion such amount to the qualifying col-
leges and universities of other States partici-
pating in the forestry research program.
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
