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UNHCR branch office, a failure to assert those
arbitration rights in present circumstances
would constitute a significant abdication by
the UNHCR of one of its core responsibilities.

§ 7845. Annual reports
(a) Immigration and refugee information

Not later than 1 year after October 18, 2004,
and every 12 months thereafter through 2022, the
Secretary of State and the Secretary of Home-
land Security shall submit a joint report to the
appropriate congressional committees and the
Committees on the Judiciary of the House of
Representatives and the Senate on the operation
of this subchapter during the previous year,
which shall include the following:

(1) The number of aliens who are nationals
or citizens of North Korea who applied for po-
litical asylum and the number who were
granted political asylum.

(2) The number of aliens who are nationals
or citizens of North Korea who applied for ref-
ugee status and the number who were granted
refugee status.

(3) A detailed description of the measures
undertaken by the Secretary of State to carry
out section 7843 of this title, including coun-
try-specific information with respect to
United States efforts to secure the coopera-
tion and permission of the governments of
countries in East and Southeast Asia to facili-
tate United States processing of North Kore-
ans seeking protection as refugees. The infor-
mation required under this paragraph shall be
provided in unclassified form, with a classified
annex, if necessary.

(b) Countries of particular concern

The President shall include in each annual re-
port on proposed refugee admission pursuant to
section 1157(d) of title 8, information about spe-
cific measures taken to facilitate access to the
United States refugee program for individuals
who have fled countries of particular concern for
violations of religious freedom, identified pursu-
ant to section 6442(b) of this title. The report
shall include, for each country of particular con-
cern, a description of access of the nationals or
former habitual residents of that country to a
refugee determination on the basis of—

(1) referrals by external agencies to a ref-
ugee adjudication;

(2) groups deemed to be of special humani-
tarian concern to the United States for pur-
poses of refugee resettlement; and

(3) family links to the United States.

§7846. Sense of Congress on humanitarian co-
ordination related to the Korean Peninsula

It is the sense of Congress that—

(1) any instability on the Korean Peninsula
could have significant humanitarian and stra-
tegic impact on the region and for United
States national interests; and

(2) as such, the United States Government
should work with countries sharing a land or
maritime border with North Korea to develop
long-term whole-of-government plans to co-
ordinate efforts related to humanitarian as-
sistance and human rights promotion and to
effectively assimilate North Korean defectors.

§7901. Definitions

In this chapter:
(1) Carbon sequestration

The term ‘‘carbon sequestration’” means the
capture of carbon dioxide through terrestrial,
geological, biological, or other means, which
prevents the release of carbon dioxide into the
atmosphere.

(2) Greenhouse gas

The term ‘‘greenhouse gas’” means carbon
dioxide, methane, nitrous oxide,
hydrofluorocarbons, perfluorocarbons, and sul-
fur hexafluoride.

(3) Greenhouse gas intensity

The term ‘‘greenhouse gas intensity’ means
the ratio of greenhouse gas emissions to eco-
nomic output.
