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SUBCHAPTER I—BUREAU OF LABOR 
STATISTICS 

§ 1. Design and duties of bureau generally 

The general design and duties of the Bureau of 
Labor Statistics shall be to acquire and diffuse 
among the people of the United States useful in-
formation on subjects connected with labor, in 
the most general and comprehensive sense of 
that word, and especially upon its relation to 
capital, the hours of labor, the earnings of labor-
ing men and women, and the means of pro-
moting their material, social, intellectual, and 
moral prosperity.

Section 1 of act June 13, 1888, created Department of 
Labor and outlined its general design and duties, and 
section 9 of that act transferred Bureau of Labor to De-
partment of Labor. 

Act Feb. 14, 1903, placed Department of Labor under 
jurisdiction and made it a part of Department of Com-
merce and Labor. 
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
