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side at the meetings of the Performance Im-
provement Council, determine its agenda, di-
rect its work, and establish and direct sub-
groups of the Performance Improvement
Council, as appropriate, to deal with par-
ticular subject matters;

(B) assist the Director of the Office of
Management and Budget to improve the per-
formance of the Federal Government and
achieve the Federal Government priority
goals;

(C) assist the Director of the Office of
Management and Budget in implementing
the planning, reporting, and use of perform-
ance information requirements related to
the Federal Government priority goals pro-
vided under sections 1115, 1120, 1121, and 1122
of this title;

(D) work to resolve specific Government-
wide or crosscutting performance issues, as
necessary;

(B) facilitate the exchange among agencies
of practices that have led to performance

improvements within specific programs,
agencies, or across agencies;
(F) coordinate with other interagency

management councils;

(G) seek advice and information as appro-
priate from nonmember agencies, particu-
larly smaller agencies;

(H) consider the performance improvement
experiences of corporations, nonprofit orga-
nizations, foreign, State, and local govern-
ments, Government employees, public sector
unions, and customers of Government serv-
ices;

(I) receive such assistance, information
and advice from agencies as the Council may
request, which agencies shall provide to the
extent permitted by law; and

(J) develop and submit to the Director of
the Office of Management and Budget, or
when appropriate to the President through
the Director of the Office of Management
and Budget, at times and in such formats as
the chairperson may specify, recommenda-
tions to streamline and improve perform-
ance management policies and requirements.

(3) SUPPORT.—

(A) IN GENERAL.—The Administrator of
General Services shall provide administra-
tive and other support for the Council to im-
plement this section.

(B) PERSONNEL.—The heads of agencies
with Performance Improvement Officers
serving on the Council shall, as appropriate
and to the extent permitted by law, provide
at the request of the chairperson of the Per-
formance Improvement Council up to 2 per-
sonnel authorizations to serve at the direc-
tion of the chairperson.

§1125. Elimination of unnecessary agency re-
porting

(a) AGENCY IDENTIFICATION OF UNNECESSARY
REPORTS.—Annually, based on guidance pro-
vided by the Director of the Office of Manage-
ment and Budget, the Chief Operating Officer at
each agency shall—
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(1) compile a list that identifies all plans and
reports the agency produces for Congress, in
accordance with statutory requirements or as
directed in congressional reports;

(2) analyze the list compiled under para-
graph (1), identify which plans and reports are
outdated or duplicative of other required plans
and reports, and refine the list to include only
the plans and reports identified to be outdated
or duplicative;

(3) consult with the congressional commit-
tees that receive the plans and reports identi-
fied under paragraph (2) to determine whether
those plans and reports are no longer useful to
the committees and could be eliminated or
consolidated with other plans and reports; and

(4) provide a total count of plans and reports
compiled under paragraph (1) and the list of
outdated and duplicative reports identified
under paragraph (2) to the Director of the Of-
fice of Management and Budget.

(b) PLANS AND REPORTS.—

(1) FIRST YEAR.—During the first year of im-
plementation of this section, the list of plans
and reports identified by each agency as out-
dated or duplicative shall be not less than 10
percent of all plans and reports identified
under subsection (a)(1).

(2) SUBSEQUENT YEARS.—In each year fol-
lowing the first year described under para-
graph (1), the Director of the Office of Manage-
ment and Budget shall determine the min-
imum percent of plans and reports to be iden-
tified as outdated or duplicative on each list of
plans and reports.

(c) REQUEST FOR ELIMINATION OF UNNECESSARY
REPORTS.—In addition to including the list of
plans and reports determined to be outdated or
duplicative by each agency in the budget of the
United States Government, as provided by sec-
tion 1105(a)(37),! the Director of the Office of
Management and Budget may concurrently sub-
mit to Congress legislation to eliminate or con-
solidate such plans and reports.

§1126. Program Management Improvement Offi-
cers and Program Management Policy Coun-
cil

(a) PROGRAM MANAGEMENT IMPROVEMENT OFFI-

CERS.—

(1) DESIGNATION.—The head of each agency
described in section 901(b) shall designate a
senior executive of the agency, who has sig-
nificant program and project management
oversight responsibilities, as the Program
Management Improvement Officer of the agen-
cy.
(2) FUNCTIONS.—The Program Management

Improvement Officer of an agency designated

under paragraph (1) shall—

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(A) implement program management poli-
cies established by the agency under section
503(c); and

(B) develop a strategy for enhancing the
role of program managers within the agency
that includes the following:

(i) Enhanced training and educational
opportunities for program managers that
shall include—

(I) training in the relevant com-
petencies encompassed with program and
project manager within the private sec-
tor for program managers; and

(IT) training that emphasizes cost con-
tainment for large projects and pro-
grams.

(ii) Mentoring of current and future pro-
gram managers by experienced senior ex-
ecutives and program managers within the
agency.

(iii) Improved career paths and career
opportunities for program managers.

(iv) A plan to encourage the recruitment
and retention of highly qualified individ-
uals to serve as program managers.

(v) Improved means of collecting and dis-
seminating best practices and lessons
learned to enhance program management
across the agency.

(vi) Common templates and tools to sup-
port improved data gathering and analysis
for program management and oversight
purposes.

(3) APPLICATION TO DEPARTMENT OF DE-
FENSE.—This subsection shall not apply to the
Department of Defense to the extent that the
provisions of this subsection are substantially
similar to or duplicative of the provisions of
chapter 87 of title 10. For purposes of para-
graph (1), the Under Secretary of Defense for
Acquisition and Sustainment (or a designee of
the Under Secretary) shall be considered the
Program Management Improvement Officer.

(b) PROGRAM MANAGEMENT POLICY COUNCIL.—

(1) ESTABLISHMENT.—There is established in
the Office of Management and Budget a coun-
cil to be known as the ‘“‘Program Management
Policy Council” (in this subsection referred to
as the ““Council”’).

(2) PURPOSE AND FUNCTIONS.—The Council
shall act as the principal interagency forum
for improving agency practices related to pro-
gram and project management. The Council
shall—

(A) advise and assist the Deputy Director
for Management of the Office of Manage-
ment and Budget;

(B) review programs identified as high risk
by the Government Accountability Office
and make recommendations for actions to be
taken by the Deputy Director for Manage-
ment of the Office of Management and Budg-
et or a designee;

(C) discuss topics of importance to the
workforce, including—

(i) career development and workforce de-
velopment needs;

(ii) policy to support continuous im-
provement in program and project man-
agement; and
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(iii) major challenges across agencies in
managing programs;

(D) advise on the development and applica-
bility of standards governmentwide for pro-
gram management transparency; and

(E) review the information published on a
website described in section 1122.

(3) MEMBERSHIP.—
(A) CoMPOSITION.—The Council shall be
composed of the following members:
(i) Five members from the Office of Man-
agement and Budget as follows:
(I) The Deputy Director for Manage-
ment.
(IT) The Administrator of the Office of
Electronic Government.
(ITI) The Administrator of Federal Pro-
curement Policy.
(IV) The Controller of the Office of
Federal Financial Management.
(V) The Director of the Office of Per-
formance and Personnel Management.

(ii) The Program Management Improve-
ment Officer from each agency described
in section 901(b).

(iii) Any other full-time or permanent
part-time officer or employee of the Fed-
eral Government or member of the Armed
Forces designated by the Chairperson.

(B) CHAIRPERSON AND VICE CHAIRPERSON.—

(i) IN GENERAL.—The Deputy Director for
Management of the Office of Management
and Budget shall be the Chairperson of the
Council. A Vice Chairperson shall be elect-
ed by the members and shall serve a term
of not more than 1 year.

(ii) DUTIES.—The Chairperson shall pre-
side at the meetings of the Council, deter-
mine the agenda of the Council, direct the
work of the Council, and establish and di-
rect subgroups of the Council as appro-
priate.

(4) MEETINGS.—The Council shall meet not
less than four times per fiscal year and may
meet at the call of the Chairperson or a major-
ity of the members of the Council.

(5) SUPPORT.—The head of each agency with
a Project Management Improvement Officer
serving on the Council shall provide adminis-
trative support to the Council, as appropriate,
at the request of the Chairperson.

PROGRAM AND PROJECT MANAGEMENT PERSONNEL
STANDARDS

cy’ means each agency described in section 901(b) of
title 31, United States Code, other than the Department
of Defense.

‘“(2) REGULATIONS REQUIRED.—Not later than 180 days
after the date on which the standards, policies, and
guidelines are issued under section 503(c) of title 31,
United States Code, as added by subsection (a)(1), the
Director of the Office of Personnel Management, in
consultation with the Director of the Office of Manage-
ment and Budget, shall issue regulations that—

‘“(A) identify key skills and competencies needed
for a program and project manager in an agency;

‘“(B) establish a new job series, or update and im-
prove an existing job series, for program and project
management within an agency; and

“(C) establish a new career path for program and
project managers within an agency.”’

SUBCHAPTER I—GENERAL
§1301. Application

(a) Appropriations shall be applied only to the
objects for which the appropriations were made
except as otherwise provided by law.

(b) The reappropriation and diversion of the
unexpended balance of an appropriation for a
purpose other than that for which the appropria-
tion originally was made shall be construed and
accounted for as a new appropriation. The unex-
pended balance shall be reduced by the amount
to be diverted.

(c) An appropriation in a regular, annual ap-
propriation law may be construed to be perma-
nent or available continuously only if the appro-
priation—

(1) is for rivers and harbors, lighthouses,
public buildings, or the pay of the Navy and
Marine Corps; or

(2) expressly provides that it is available
after the fiscal year covered by the law in
which it appears.

(d) A law may be construed to make an appro-
priation out of the Treasury or to authorize
making a contract for the payment of money in
excess of an appropriation only if the law spe-
cifically states that an appropriation is made or
that such a contract may be made.
