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to make recommendations to the Secretary re-
garding administration of those programs and
activities, including consistency with other
similar programs and activities of the Depart-
ment.

The Secretary shall have adequate staff to
support the Secretary in carrying out the Sec-
retary’s responsibilities under this section.

§ 7144a. Establishment of security, counterintel-
ligence, and intelligence policies

The Secretary shall be responsible for devel-
oping and promulgating the security, counter-
intelligence, and intelligence policies of the De-
partment. The Secretary may use the imme-
diate staff of the Secretary to assist in devel-
oping and promulgating those policies.

§7144b. Office of Intelligence and Counterintel-
ligence

(a) Definitions

In this section, the terms ‘‘intelligence com-
munity” and ‘‘National Intelligence Program’
have the meanings given such terms in section
3003 of title 50.

(b) In general

There is in the Department an Office of Intel-
ligence and Counterintelligence. Such office
shall be under the National Intelligence Pro-
gram.

(¢) Director

(1) The head of the Office shall be the Director
of the Office of Intelligence and Counterintel-
ligence, who shall be an employee in the Senior
Executive Service, the Senior Intelligence Serv-
ice, the Senior National Intelligence Service, or
any other Service that the Secretary, in coordi-
nation with the Director of National Intel-
ligence, considers appropriate. The Director of
the Office shall report directly to the Secretary.
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(2) The Secretary shall select an individual to
serve as the Director from among individuals
who have substantial expertise in matters relat-
ing to the intelligence community, including
foreign intelligence and counterintelligence.

(d) Duties

(1) Subject to the authority, direction, and
control of the Secretary, the Director shall per-
form such duties and exercise such powers as the
Secretary may prescribe.

(2) The Director shall be responsible for estab-
lishing policy for intelligence and counterintel-
ligence programs and activities at the Depart-
ment.

§ 7144d. Office of Arctic Energy
(a) Establishment

The Secretary of Energy may establish within
the Department of Energy an Office of Arctic
Energy.

(b) Purposes

The purposes of such office shall be as follows:

(1) To promote research, development, and
deployment of electric power technology that
is cost-effective and especially well suited to
meet the needs of rural and remote regions of
the United States, especially where perma-
frost is present or located nearby.

(2) To promote research, development, and
deployment in such regions of—

(A) enhanced oil recovery technology, in-
cluding heavy oil recovery, reinjection of
carbon, and extended reach drilling tech-
nologies;

(B) gas-to-liquids technology and liquified
natural gas (including associated transpor-
tation systems);

(C) small hydroelectric facilities,
turbines, and tidal power;
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
