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agreement and, unless the context otherwise 
indicates, includes the current owner of record 
of the security property whether or not such 
owner is personally liable on the mortgage 
debt. 

(6) Owner 

The term ‘‘owner’’ means any person who 
has an ownership interest in property and in-
cludes heirs, devises, executors, administra-
tors, and other personal representatives, and 
trustees of testamentary trusts if the owner of 
record is deceased. 

(7) Person 

The term ‘‘person’’ includes any individual, 
group of individuals, association, partnership, 
corporation, or organization. 

(8) Record; recorded 

The terms ‘‘record’’ and ‘‘recorded’’ include 
‘‘register’’ and ‘‘registered’’ in the instance of 
registered land. 

(9) Security property 

The term ‘‘security property’’ means the 
property (real, personal or mixed) or an inter-
est in property (including leaseholds, life es-
tates, reversionary interests, and any other es-
tates under applicable State law), together 
with fixtures and other interests subject to 
the lien of the mortgage under applicable 
State law. 

(10) Single family mortgage 

The term ‘‘single family mortgage’’ means a 
mortgage that covers property on which there 
is located a 1- to 4-family residence, and that—

(A) is held by the Secretary pursuant to 
title I or title II of the National Housing Act 
[12 U.S.C. 1702 et seq., 1707 et seq.]; or 

(B) secures a loan obligated by the Sec-
retary under section 1452b of title 42, as it 
existed before the repeal of that section by 
section 12839 of title 42 (except that a mort-
gage securing such a loan that covers prop-
erty containing nonresidential space and a 1- 
to 4-family dwelling shall not be subject to 
this chapter). 

(11) State 

The term ‘‘State’’ means—
(A) the several States; 
(B) the District of Columbia; 
(C) the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico; 
(D) the United States Virgin Islands; 
(E) Guam; 
(F) American Samoa; 
(G) the Northern Mariana Islands; 
(H) the Trust Territory of the Pacific Is-

lands; and 
(I) Indian tribes, as defined by the Sec-

retary.

§ 3754. Designation of foreclosure commissioner 

(a) In general 

The Secretary may designate a person or per-
sons to serve as a foreclosure commissioner or 
commissioners for the purpose of foreclosing 
upon a single family mortgage. 

(b) Power of sale 

A foreclosure commissioner designated under 
this section shall have a nonjudicial power of 
sale. 

(c) Qualifications 

The foreclosure commissioner, if a natural 
person, shall be a resident of the State in which 
the security property is located and, if not a 
natural person, the foreclosure commissioner 
must be duly authorized to transact business 
under laws of the State in which the security 
property is located. No person shall be des-
ignated as a foreclosure commissioner unless 
that person is responsible, financially sound, 
and competent to conduct a foreclosure. 

(d) Designation procedure 

(1) Written designation 

The Secretary may designate a foreclosure 
commissioner by executing a written designa-
tion stating the name and business or residen-
tial address of the commissioner, except that 
if a person is designated in his or her capacity 
as an official or employee of a government or 
corporate entity, such person may be des-
ignated by his or her unique title or position 
instead of by name. 

(2) Substitute commissioners 

The Secretary may, with or without cause, 
designate a substitute foreclosure commis-
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
