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(A) creates any protective perimeter or
buffer zone around the Special Management
Area; or

(B) modifies the applicable travel manage-
ment plan for the Special Management Area.

(6) Wildfire management

Nothing in this section prohibits the Sec-
retary, in cooperation with other Federal,
State, and local agencies, as appropriate, from
conducting wildland fire operations in the
Special Management Area, consistent with the
purposes of this section, including the use of
aircraft, machinery, mechanized equipment,
fire breaks, backfires, and retardant.

(7) Vegetation management

Nothing in this section prohibits the Sec-
retary from conducting vegetation manage-
ment projects within the Special Management
Area in a manner consistent with—

(A) the purposes described in paragraph

(3); and

(B) the applicable forest plan.
(8) Protection of tribal rights

Nothing in this section diminishes any trea-
ty rights of an Indian Tribe.
(9) Withdrawal

Subject to valid existing rights, the Federal
land within the boundaries of the Special Man-
agement Area river segments designated by
paragraph (1) is withdrawn from all forms of—

(A) entry, appropriation, or disposal under
the public land laws;

(B) location, entry, and patent under the
mining laws; and

(C) disposition under all laws relating to
mineral and geothermal leasing or mineral
materials.

SUBCHAPTER II—SCENIC AREAS

§541. Cascade Head Scenic-Research Area; estab-
lishment

In order to provide present and future genera-
tions with the use and enjoyment of certain
ocean headlands, rivers, streams, estuaries, and
forested areas, to insure the protection and en-
courage the study of significant areas for re-
search and scientific purposes, and to promote a
more sensitive relationship between man and his
adjacent environment, there is hereby estab-
lished, subject to valid existing rights, the Cas-
cade Head Scenic-Research Area (hereinafter re-
ferred to as ‘‘the Area’’) in the Siuslaw National
Forest in the State of Oregon.

§541a. Administration, protection, development,
and regulation of use

The administration, protection, development,
and regulation of use of the Area shall be by the
Secretary of Agriculture (hereinafter referred to
as the ‘“Secretary’) in accordance with the laws,
rules, and regulations applicable to national for-
ests, in such manner as in his judgment will best
contribute to attainment of the purpose of this
subchapter.

TITLE 16—CONSERVATION

§541b

§ 541b. Boundaries of scenic-research area; ad-
justments to subarea boundaries; develop-
ment of management plan; establishment of
subareas; management objectives

(a) Boundaries; adjustments to boundaries of
subareas

The boundaries of the Area, and the bound-
aries of the subareas included therein, shall be
those shown on the map entitled ‘‘Proposed Cas-
cade Head Scenic-Research Area’, dated June
1974, which is on file and available for public in-
spection in the office of the Chief, Forest Serv-
ice, United States Department of Agriculture:
Provided, That, from time to time, the Secretary
may, after public hearing or other appropriate
means for public participation, make adjust-
ments in the boundaries of subareas to reflect
changing natural conditions or to provide for
more effective management of the Area and
each of the subareas in accordance with the pur-
poses and provisions of this subchapter.

(b) Management plan; development; time; con-
tents

As soon as practicable after December 22, 1974,
the Secretary shall, with provisions for appro-
priate public participation in the planning proc-
ess, develop a comprehensive management plan
for the Area. Said plan shall prescribe specific
management objectives and management con-
trols necessary for the protection, management,
and development of the Area and each of the
subareas established pursuant to subsection (c)
hereof.

(¢) Subareas; establishment; management objec-
tives

Within the Area, the following subareas shall
be established and shall be managed in accord
with the following primary management objec-
tives which shall be supplemental to the general
management objectives applicable to the entire
Area:

(1) Estuary and Associated Wetlands Sub-
area: An area managed to protect and perpet-
uate the fish and wildlife, scenic, and re-
search-education values, while allowing dis-
persed recreation use, such as sport fishing,
nonmotorized pleasure boating, waterfowl
hunting, and other uses which the Secretary
determines are compatible with the protection
and perpetuation of the unique natural values
of the subarea. After appropriate study,
breaching of existing dikes may be permitted
within the subarea.

(2) Lower Slope-Dispersed Residential Sub-
area: An area managed to maintain the scenic,
soil and watershed, and fish and wildlife val-
ues, while allowing dispersed residential occu-
pancy, selective recreation use, and agricul-
tural use.

(3) Upper Timbered Slope and Headlands
Subareas: Areas managed to protect the sce-
nic, soil and watershed, and fish and wildlife
values while allowing selective recreation and
extensive research-educational activities.
Timber harvesting activity may occur in these
subareas only when the Secretary determines
that such harvesting is to be conducted in con-
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
