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colleges and minority-serving institutions speci-
fied in section 1067q(a) of this title. 

(5) The Foundation may provide, directly or 
by contract, for the conduct of nationwide com-
petition for the purpose of selecting recipients 
of scholarships, fellowships, and research intern-
ships awarded under this chapter. 

(b) Barry Goldwater Scholars and Research In-
terns 

Recipients of scholarships and fellowships 
under this chapter shall be known as ‘‘Barry 
Goldwater Scholars’’. Recipients of research in-
ternships under this chapter shall be known as 
‘‘Barry Goldwater Interns’’. 

(c) Award of honoraria to volunteers 

(1) The Foundation may award honoraria to 
outstanding educators, teachers, and persons 
who have volunteered to assist in secondary 
schools who have made significant contributions 
to improve the quality of instruction in mathe-
matics and sciences in the secondary school. To 
the extent the Board determines such action 
practicable, honoraria awarded under this sub-
section shall be awarded annually to persons de-
scribed in the preceding sentence as follows: 

(A) To two persons selected at large from 
each State. 

(B) To one person selected from each county 
in each State. 

(C) To persons affiliated with secondary 
schools on military reservations. 

(D) To persons affiliated with the dependent 
overseas school system.

(2) The Board shall establish a schedule of 
honoraria to be awarded under paragraph (1).

§ 4705. Stipends 

Each person awarded a scholarship or fellow-
ship under this chapter shall receive a stipend 
which shall not exceed the cost to such person 
for tuition, fees, books, room and board, or such 
lesser amount as may be prescribed by the 
Board. Each person awarded a research intern-
ship under this chapter shall receive a stipend as 
may be prescribed by the Board, which shall not 
exceed the maximum stipend amount awarded 
for a scholarship or fellowship.

§ 4706. Scholarship and research internship con-
ditions 

(a) Scholarship conditions 

A person awarded a scholarship under this 
chapter may receive payments authorized under 
this chapter only during such periods as the 
Foundation finds that the person is maintaining 
satisfactory proficiency pursuant to regulations 
of the Board. 

(b) Reports on scholarships 

The Foundation may require reports con-
taining such information in such form and to be 
filed at such times as the Foundation deter-
mines to be necessary from any person awarded 
a scholarship under this chapter. Such reports 
shall be accompanied by a certificate from an 
appropriate official at the institution of higher 
education, approved by the Foundation, stating 
that such person is making satisfactory progress 
in, and is devoting essentially full time to study 
or research, except as otherwise provided in sub-
section (a). 

(c) Research internship conditions 

A person awarded a research internship under 
this chapter may receive payments authorized 
under this chapter only during such periods as 
the Foundation finds that the person is main-
taining satisfactory proficiency pursuant to reg-
ulations of the Board. 

(d) Reports on research internships 

The Foundation may require reports con-
taining such information in such form and to be 
filed at such times as the Foundation deter-
mines to be necessary from any person awarded 
a research internship under this chapter. Such 
reports may be accompanied by a certificate 
from an appropriate official at the institution of 
higher education or internship employer, ap-
proved by the Foundation, stating that such per-
son is maintaining satisfactory progress in the 
internship.
