SUBCHAPTER III—EMERGENCY AND

§ 1721. General authority 

The President shall establish a program under 
this subchapter (to be implemented by the Ad-
ministrator) to provide agricultural commod-
ities to foreign countries on behalf of the people 
of the United States to—

(1) address famine and food crises, and re-
spond to emergency food needs, arising from 
man-made and natural disasters; 

(2) combat malnutrition, especially in chil-
dren and mothers; 

(3) carry out activities that attempt to al-
leviate the causes of hunger, mortality and 
morbidity; 

(4) promote economic and community devel-
opment; 

(5) promote food security and support sound 
environmental practices; 

(6) carry out feeding programs; and 
(7) build resilience to mitigate and prevent 

food crises and reduce the future need for 
emergency aid.

§ 1722. Provision of agricultural commodities 

(a) Emergency assistance 

Notwithstanding any other provision of law, 
the Administrator may provide agricultural 
commodities to meet emergency food needs 
under this subchapter through governments and 
public or private agencies, including intergov-
ernmental organizations such as the World Food 
Program and other multilateral organizations, 
in such manner and on such terms and condi-
tions as the Administrator determines appro-
priate to respond to the emergency. 

(b) Nonemergency assistance 

(1) In general 

The Administrator may provide agricultural 
commodities for nonemergency assistance 
under this subchapter through eligible organi-
zations (as described in subsection (d)) that 
have entered into an agreement with the Ad-
ministrator to use the commodities in accord-
ance with this subchapter. 

(2) Limitation 

The Administrator may not use as a sole ra-
tionale for denying a request for funds sub-
mitted under this subsection because the pro-
gram for which the funds are requested—

(A) would be carried out by the eligible or-
ganization in a foreign country in which the 
Agency for International Development does 
not have a mission, office, or other presence; 
or 

(B) is not part of a development plan for 
the country prepared by the Agency. 

(3) Program diversity 

The Administrator shall—
(A) encourage eligible organizations to 

propose and implement program plans to ad-
dress 1 or more aspects of the program under 
section 1721 of this title; and 

(B) consider proposals that incorporate a 
variety of program objectives and strategic 
plans based on the identification by eligible 
organizations of appropriate activities, con-
sistent with section 1721 of this title, to as-
sist development of foreign countries. 

(c) Uses of assistance 

Agricultural commodities provided under this 
subchapter may be made available for direct dis-

tribution, sale, barter, or other appropriate dis-
position. 

(d) Eligible organizations 

To be eligible to receive assistance under sub-
section (b) an organization shall be—

(1) a private voluntary organization or coop-
erative that is, to the extent practicable, reg-
istered with the Administrator; or 

(2) an intergovernmental organization, such 
as the World Food Program. 

(e) Support for eligible organizations 

(1) In general 

Of the funds made available in each fiscal 
year under this subchapter to the Adminis-
trator, not less than 7.5 percent nor more than 
20 percent of the funds shall be made available 
in each fiscal year to eligible organizations de-
scribed in subsection (d), to assist the organi-
zations in—

(A) establishing and enhancing programs 
under this subchapter; 

(B) meeting specific administrative, man-
agement, personnel, transportation, storage, 
and distribution costs for carrying out pro-
grams in foreign countries under this sub-
chapter; 

(C) implementing income-generating, com-
munity development, health, nutrition, co-
operative development, agricultural, and 
other developmental activities within 1 or 
more recipient countries or within 1 or more 
countries in the same region; and 

(D) improving and implementing meth-
odologies for food aid programs, including 
needs assessments (upon the request of the 
Administrator), monitoring, and evaluation. 

(2) Request for funds 

To receive funds made available under para-
graph (1), an eligible organization described in 
subsection (d) shall submit a request for the 
funds that is subject to approval by the Ad-
ministrator. 

(3) Assistance with respect to sale 

Upon the request of an eligible organization, 
the Administrator may provide assistance to 
the eligible organization with respect to the 
sale of agricultural commodities made avail-
able to it under this subchapter. 

(4) Investment authority 

An eligible organization that receives funds 
made available under paragraph (1) may invest 
the funds pending the eligible organization’s 
use of the funds. Any interest earned on such 
investment may be used for the purposes for 
which the assistance was provided to the eligi-
ble organization without further appropriation 
by Congress. 

(f) Effective use of commodities 

To ensure that agricultural commodities made 
available under this subchapter are used effec-
tively and in the areas of greatest need, organi-
zations or cooperatives through which such 
commodities are distributed shall—

(1) to the extent feasible, work with indige-
nous institutions and employ indigenous 
workers; 

(2) assess and take into account nutritional 
and other needs of beneficiary groups; 
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
